MONTHLY SUMMARY
This monthly summary meets reporting requirements of R.C. 3113.32(A) for all Ohio law enforcement agencies.  All agencies must complete this form each month, even if no incidents are reported, and submit it to Bureau of Criminal Identification and Investigation, Attention:  Identification Section, PO Box 365, London, Ohio 43140.

Definition of Terms
Domestic Violence Incident – For reporting purposes only, defined as any incident where one or more parties allege a violation of R.C. Section 2919.25 (Domestic Violence), 2919.27 (Protection Order or Consent Agreement Violation), or an equivalent local ordinance.

Non-Spousal (never married/never lived together) with Child in Common – An alleged victim who shares biological parenthood of a child with the alleged offender or an alleged offender who shares biological parenthood of a child with the alleged victim, but where the alleged victim and alleged offender were never married and never lived together as spouses.

Other Family or Household Member – Any person not specifically listed in Section II who is related by blood or marriage and is residing or has resided with the alleged offender.  Includes relatives, step-parents and step-children.

Specific Instructions for Completing the Monthly Summary
Reporting Responsibility:  The law enforcement agency that physically responded to the scene of the alleged domestic violence incident or received a “walk-in” complaint of a domestic violence incident that allegedly occurred in the agency’s jurisdiction shall be responsible for including the corresponding statistics on this report.

Section I.  “Response to Domestic Incidents (“DVI”)”
Enter the number of domestic violence incidents that your law enforcement agency responded to during the month and the resulting response.

Section II.  “Relationships of Persons Involved”

Identify the relationships of persons involved in only the domestic violence incidents that resulted in the filing of criminal charges for violating R.C. Section 2919.25 (Domestic Violence), 2919.27 (Protection Order or Consent Agreement Violation), or their equivalent local ordinances.  Do not include relationship information for domestic violence incidents where other criminal charges, but not Domestic Violence, Protection Order, or Consent Agreement Violations, or their equivalent local ordinances were filed, or where no charges were filed.   

Section III.  “Race/Ethnicity” 
Identify the race/ethnicity of the alleged victims and the alleged offenders in all domestic violence incidents reported during the month.

Section IV.  “Age”

Identify the age within the age brackets noted of the alleged victims and alleged offenders in all domestic violence incidents reported during the month. 

Section V.  “Sex”

Identify the sex (M/F) of the alleged victims and the alleged offenders in all domestic violence incidents reported during the month.
