JUDGMENT ENTRY

This Court finds that a total civil penalty of $50,000 is appropriate in this matter.

Boardman Supply Company and the extraordinary enforcement costs incurred by M­

TAPC and the State of Ohio. Finally, a $50,000 civil penalty would serve as an adequate 

deterrence against similar violations. 

Boardman Supply Company is to be assessed the costs ofthis matter. 
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
