Instructions

How to use:
Have a friend pick a color. Spell out the color as you 
move the fortune teller back and forth 
(like “BLUE” has 4 letters, so move it 4 times).
Pick a number from the inside. Move the fortune teller 
that many times.

Have them pick a number again. 
Open the flap of the number they picked. 
A message will appear! 
Have your friend tell you if this is bullying and why.
