Dear Colleagues,

Ohioans don't need a license to legally carry a gun; to conceal one, though, they do. Under Ohio law, county
sheriffs are charged with the concealed-carry licensing process. In 2019, they issued 132,385 such
licenses.

Of those, 77,959 were renewals, a 21% decrease from 2018, and 54,426 licenses were new, a 21.5%
decrease. Denials were rare — 1,310 in total, for a rate of less than 1%.

Every quarter, sheriffs throughout our state report pertinent statistics — the number of licenses issued,
renewed, suspended, revoked, etc. — to the Ohio Peace Officer Training Commission, part of the Ohio
Attorney General’s Office. The accompanying yearly compilation is sent in accordance with Ohio Revised
Code Section 109.731(C).

Licenses Renewed

The number of licenses renewed in 2019 was significantly higher than renewals in 2017 or any earlier year,
but the 77,959 renewals also marked a 21% decline from 2018, a record-breaking year.
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The first renewal period under Ohio’s concealed-carry law was 2008, for those issued permits in the
inaugural year of the program, 2004. In total, licenses have been renewed 494,862 times. Current law
requires permit holders seeking to keep active licenses to renew every five years.

Licenses Suspended

Throughout the program, the number of license suspensions has steadily increased, but that total
represents only a tiny portion of estimated active licenses — less than half of 1%.
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Under Ohio Revised Code Section 2923.128, sheriffs must suspend a concealed-handgun license upon

learning that the holder has been arrested or charged with certain offenses, or if the licensee is the subject of

a protection order. If the holder is found not guilty or charges are dismissed, the license may be returned.

The licenses suspended last year may have been issued in 2019 or a previous year. Sheriffs are not
required to report a reason for a license suspension.

Under ORC 2923.128, sheriffs must permanently revoke the license of any person who no longer meets the
eligibility requirements to carry a concealed handgun. A license may be revoked when the holder moves out
of state, dies, cancels the license, is convicted of a disqualifying crime, or becomes subject to the law’s
restrictions on mental illness or drug or alcohol dependency. Sheriffs are not required to report the reason
for a revocation.

Reciprocity Agreements

Ohio law requires the attorney general to craft reciprocity agreements with other states to allow people with
Ohio permits to carry weapons in those jurisdictions and for those states’ residents to carry handguns in Ohio.

Ohio automatically recognizes the concealed-handgun licenses of other states, but reciprocity agreements
require an analysis of the other states’ laws to ensure they meet Ohio’s requirements (ORC 109.69) and vice

versa.

	Ohio law requires the attorney general to craft reciprocity agreements with other states to allow people with Ohio permits to carry weapons in those jurisdictions and for those states’ residents to carry handguns in Ohio. 
	Ohio automatically recognizes the concealed-handgun licenses of other states, but reciprocity agreements require an analysis of the other states’ laws to ensure they meet Ohio’s requirements (ORC 109.69) and vice versa.
