Ohio’s concealed-carry licensing system continues to succeed in both protecting the public and upholding
Americans’ right to bear arms and safeguard themselves.

In 2021, county sheriffs — administrators of the program — issued 202,920 (new or renewal) licenses, a
20% increase from the previous year. They also denied licenses to 2,668 applicants who failed to meet
state-mandated requirements and revoked 420 licenses for causes including felony convictions and mental
incompetence, as required by law.

This report, per Ohio Revised Code Section 109.731(C), details 2021 data supplied by the Ohio Peace
Officer Training Commission, a division of my office. Among the statistical highlights:

o Sheriffs issued 94,298 new licenses in 2021, slightly fewer than the number issued the year before.

e The number of licenses renewed was 50% higher than the 2020 total and a record high for the
program.

e The number of regular licenses denied in 2021 rose significantly — 50% — setting a record for the
second consecutive year.

To help combat the problem of stolen guns, my office in 2021 introduced the Ohio Stolen Gun Portal, a
searchable website that seeks to enhance public safety by helping to identify and recover stolen firearms.
This new tool is intended to protect innocent buyers and traders, and provide opportunities to get stolen
firearms back into the hands of their rightful owners.

Licenses renewed

The number of licenses renewed in 2021 marked a 50% increase over the 2020 total and an all-time high

for the program.
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The first renewal period under Ohio’s concealed-carry law was 2008 — for permits issued in 2004, the
inaugural year of the program. Because of a subsequent change to the law, permit holders seeking to keep

active licenses now must renew every five years.

Licenses suspended

The number of licenses suspended in 2021 was higher than the 2020 total but lower than the record high
set in 2019.
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Under Ohio Revised Code Section 2923.128, sheriffs must suspend a concealed-handgun license upon
learning that the holder has been arrested or charged with certain offenses, or if the licensee is the subject of
a protection order. If the holder is found not guilty or charges are dismissed, the license may be returned.

The licenses suspended last year may have been issued in 2020 or a previous year. Sheriffs are not
required to report a reason for a license suspension.

Licenses revoked

The number of licenses revoked in 2021 dropped slightly from the 2020 total, marking a new low since 2014.
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Under ORC 2923.128, sheriffs must permanently revoke the license of any person who no longer meets the
eligibility requirements to carry a concealed handgun. A license may be revoked when the holder moves out
of state, dies, cancels the license, is convicted of a disqualifying crime, or becomes subject to the law’s
restrictions on mental illness or drug or alcohol dependency. Sheriffs are not required to report the reason
for a revocation.

Applications denied

The number of regular-license denials was 50% higher than the 2020 total, marking a record high for the
second consecutive year. Still, of all regular-license decisions made in 2021, denials represented 1.3%.
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The law requires sheriffs to deny an application to any person who fails to meet the eligibility criteria
specified in ORC 2923.125 for regular licenses or ORC 2923.1213 for temporary emergency licenses.

Reciprocity agreements

Ohio law requires the attorney general to craft reciprocity agreements with other states to allow people with
Ohio permits to carry weapons in those jurisdictions and for those states’ residents to carry handguns in Ohio.

Ohio automatically recognizes the concealed-handgun licenses of other states, but reciprocity agreements
require an analysis of the other states’ laws to ensure that they meet Ohio’s requirements (ORC 109.69) and
vice versa. Ohio permit holders can carry concealed handguns in these 36 states:

A new safeguard

In 2021, the office of Ohio Attorney General Dave Yost created the Ohio Stolen Gun Portal, a searchable
website (www.OhioAttorneyGeneral.gov/StolenGun) designed to increase public safety by helping to identify
and recover stolen firearms: This new tool protects innocent buyers and traders, and provides opportunities
to return stolen firearms to their rightful owners. The portal, which contains information reported by law
enforcement agencies throughout Ohio, updates every 24 hours to add the latest reports on stolen firearms
and to remove information on guns that have been recovered. Be advised: The Ohio Attorney General’s
Office strongly recommends that no citizen take individual action based on the information in this database.
If you come across a gun listed in the database, notify your local law enforcement agency or the agency that
originally reported the weapon stolen. This information should not be used as confirmation or probable
cause that a firearm is stolen, nor should it be relied upon for any type of legal action. The identification
number assigned to a particular gun by the manufacturer and/or owner may not be unique; duplicates may
exist. The information is based on what is entered into the central database. The Attorney General’s Office
cannot represent that the information is active or complete. Database users are encouraged to verify the
status by contacting a local law enforcement agency or the reporting agency.
