4-Y, 5-W and G-V. This in fact is a supplemental contract entered into in pursuance 
of a part of said Fitzpatrick-Hoepfncr Co., in the sum of 8i0,521. The original con­
tract having been entered into in the amount of 850,000.00. 

You have submitted the certificate of the Director of Finance to the effect that 
there are unencumbered balances legally appropriated in a sum sufficient to cover the 
obligations of the contract. Ttere has been submitted a bond with the original con­
tract which in View d the stipulation submitted by said bonding eompany herewith 
is sufficient to cover the obligations of the contract. 

You have further submitted evidence indicating that plans were properly pre­
pared. and approved, notice ·to bidders was properly given, bids tabulated as required 
by law and the contract duly awarded. Also it appears that the laws relating to the 
status of surety companies and the workmen's compensation have been complied 
with. 

Finding said contract and bond in pre per .legal form I have this day noted my 
approval thereon and return the same herewith to you, together with all other data 
s~bmitted in this connection. •· -
