Now comes the State of Ohio, by and through Michael C. O’Malley, the
Prosecuting Attorney for Cuyahoga County, Ohio, hereby applies to this Honorable Court
for the appointment of Ohio Attorney General Dave Yost, and any of his designees,
assistants or deputies, as special prosecutor to investigate and prosecute matters involving
an alleged Use of Deadly Force (“UDF”) investigation originating in the City of
Cleveland at 3677 East 147" Street in Cuyahoga County, Ohio on April 15, 2021. This

investigation is being conducted by the Office of the Cuyahoga County Sheriff.

Special prosecutors may be appointed by the Common Pleas Court in accordance
with Revised Code Sections §309.10 and §2941.63. Moreover, the Court, under its
inherent power, may appoint a special prosecutor whenever it comes to the Court’s
attention that the ability to administer justice in a fair and impartial manner could be
called into question. Such a case exists when there is a conflict or appearance of conflict

of interest between the parties. Where a special prosecutor has been appointed under the



Court’s inherent power, that special prosecutor acts independently of the duly elected

prosecutor.

Wherefore, the Prosecuting Attorney respectfully requests this Honorable Court
exercise its authority and appoint Dave Yost, Ohio Attorney General, as special
prosecutor to prosecute the matter involving the alleged use of deadly force investigation
in Cleveland, Ohio. Should this court sign said order, upon the signing of the order
appointing Attorney General Yost, a copy of said order will be provided to the Cuyahoga
County Sheriff’s Office to ensure that investigative materials are provided directly to

Attorney General Yost.

On Thursday, April 15, 2021, at 0913hrs, SA Boerner was contacted by SAS Ed Lulla and was
requested to assist Lieutenant Miguel Caraballo Sr. and the Cuyahoga County Sheriff’s Office
with the processing of an outdoor crime scene located at 4281E. 134" St., Cleveland, Ohio
44105 in regard to an officer-involved critical incident (OICI) . SA Boerner contacted Lt.
Caraballo and learned that earlier this morning officers of the Cleveland Division of Police
(CDP) attempted to arrest a male (ID to be Innes Lee Jr.) on an outstanding warrant. Lt.
Caraballo reported that during the arrest, Lee reportedly brandished a handgun and was shot by a
CDP Officer (ID to be Ofc. Daniel Piper). Lt. Caraballo reported that first aid was rendered and
Lee was subsequently declared to be deceased. Lt. Caraballo requested assistance with
documenting the scene, examining the scene for items of suspected evidence and collecting items
of suspected evidence.

The body of Lee was still present and members of the Cuyahoga County Medical Examiner’s
Office (CCMEO) were on scene and preparing to conduct their initial survey of Lee. Lee was
photographed as he was found, prior to the CCMEQ’s initial survey (Figures 10-11, Overall
body photographs).

PURPOSE: To define terminology used in the Cleveland Division of Police Use of Force policies.
DEFINITIONS:

Canine Apprehension: When a canine is deployed and plays a clear role in the capture of a person. The
mere presence of a canine at the scene of an arrest or use of a canine solely to track a subject will not
count as a canine apprehension.

Critical Firearm Discharge: Discharge of a firearm by a member including, but not limited to accidental
discharges, discharges at animals, other than to euthanize, and discharges at individuals where no one is
struck, as well as discharges by officers employed by an outside law enforcement agency within the
Jurisdiction of the Division of Police.

De Minimis Force: Physical interactions meant to guide and/or control a subject that do not constitute
reportable force (e.g., use of control holds that do not cause pain and are not reasonably likely to cause
pain; using hands or equipment to stop, push back, separate, or escort a person in a manner that does not
cause pain, and is not reasonably likely to cause any pain).

De-escalation: The process of taking action to stabilize the situation, reduce the immediacy and level of a
threat so that more time, options, and resources are available to resolve the situation and gain voluntary
compliance. De-escalation techniques may include, but are not limited to, gathering information about
the incident, assessing the risks, verbal persuasion, advisements and warnings, and tactical de-escalation
techniques, such as slowing down the pace of the incident, waiting out subjects, creating distance
(reactionary gap) between the officer and the threat, repositioning, and requesting additional resources
(e.g., specialized CIT officers or negotiators).

Deadly Force: Any action that is likely to cause or does cause death or serious physical harm. It may
involve a critical firearm discharge, but also includes any force or instrument of force (e. g., vehicle, edged
weapon) capable of causing death or serious physical harm. Deadly force includes firing at or in the
direction of a subject, head and/or neck strikes with any hard object, and any action that restricts the blood
or oxygen flow through the neck.

FIT (Force Investigation Team): A team within the Internal Affairs Unit comprised of personnel who
possess training and expertise from various specialized units. FIT membership shall be tailored to the
circumstances of each investigation, but normally includes one or more FIT detectives, the FIT Sergeant,
an Office of Professional Standards investigator, an Internal Affairs investigator, and a Homicide Unit
supervisory officer, who will serve as the Team's leader. OPS investigators will not participate in criminal
investigations.
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Force: Means the following actions by an officer: any physical strike, (e.g., punches, kicks), any
intentional contact with an instrument, or any physical contact that restricts movement of a subject. The
term includes, but is not limited to the use of firearms, beanbag shotgun, Conducted Electrical Weapon
(CEW- e.g., Taser), ASP, chemical spray, hard empty hands, or the taking of a subject to the ground.
Reportable force does not include escorting or handcuffing a subject, with no more than minimal
resistance.

Intermediate Weapons: Weapons that interrupt a subject’s threatening behavior so that officers may
take control of the subject with less risk of injury to the subject or officer than posed by greater force
applications, including but not limited to ASP batons, and Conducted Electrical Weapons (CEWs),
Oleoresin Capsicum (OC) Spray and the beanbag shotguns.

Law Enforcement Officer: Includes, without limitation, all City of Cleveland police officers and any
other law enforcement officers (including federal agents, state and county enforcement officers, and any
other police officer of a foreign agency).

Levels of Force:

Level 1 Use of Force: Force that is reasonably likely to cause only transient pain and/or
disorientation during its application as a means of gaining compliance, including pressure point
compliance and joint manipulation techniques, but that is not reasonably expected to cause injury,
does not result in an actual injury and does not result in a complaint of injury. It does not include
escorting, touching, or handcuffing a subject with no or minimal resistance. Un-holstering a
firearm and pointing it at a subject is reportable as a Level 1 use of force.

Level 2 Use of Force: Force that causes an injury, could reasonably be expected to cause an
injury, or results in a complaint of an injury, but does not rise to the level of a Level 3 use of force.
Level 2 includes the use of a CEW, including where a CEW is fired at a subject but misses; OC
Spray application; weaponless defense techniques (e.g., elbow or closed-fist strikes, kicks, leg
sweeps, and takedowns); use of an impact weapon or beanbag shotgun, except for a strike to the
head, neck or face with an impact weapon or beanbag shotgun; and any canine apprehension that
involves contact.

Level 3 Use of Force: Force that includes uses of deadly force; uses of force resulting in death or
serious physical harm; uses of force resulting in hospital confinement due to a use of force injury;
all neck holds; uses of force resulting in a loss of consciousness; canine bite; more than three
applications of a CEW on an individual during a single interaction, regardless of the mode or
duration of the application, and regardless of whether the applications are by the same or different
officers; a CEW application for longer than 15 seconds, whether continuous or consecutive; and
any Level 2 use of force against a handcuffed subject.

Levels of Resistance:

Active Resistance: Refers to instances in which a subject takes physical actions to defeat an
officer’s attempts to place the subject in custody and/or take control, but is not directed toward
harming the officer. Active resistance may include but is not limited to pushing away, hiding from
detection, fleeing, tensing arm muscles to avoid handcuffing or pulling away from an officer who
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is using force in the lawful performance of their duties. Verbal statements alone do not constitute
active resistance.

Aggressive Physical Resistance: Refers to instances in which a subject poses a threat of harm to
the officer or others, such as when a subject attempts to attack or does attack an officer; exhibits
combative behavior.

Passive Resistance: Refers to instances in which a subject does not comply with an officer’s
commands and is uncooperative but is nonviolent and prevents an officer from placing the subject
in custody and/or taking control. Passive resistance may include but is not limited to standing
stationary and not moving upon lawful direction, falling limply and refusing to move (dead
weight), holding onto a fixed object, linking arms to another during a protest or demonstration, or
verbally signaling an intention to avoid or prevent being taken into custody.

Necessary: Officers will use physical force only when no reasonably effective alternative appears to
exist, and only then to the degree which is reasonable to effect a lawful purpose.

Neck Hold: A hold around the neck that may restrict the flow of oxygen or blood through the neck.

Reportable Force: Refers to force that officers must document and report in the manner outlined by the
Use of Force Reporting Policy, GPO 2.01.05. Cleveland Division of Police uses of force are divided into
three levels of response. The three levels for reporting, subsequent inquiry, and review of uses of force
correspond to the level of force used and/or the outcome of the force.

Proportional: To be proportional, the level of force applied must reflect the totality of circumstances
surrounding the immediate situation, including the presence of imminent danger to officers or others.
Officers must rely on training, experience, and assessment of the situation to decide an appropriate level
of force to be applied. Proportional force does not require officers to use the same type or amount of force
as the subject. The more immediate the threat and the more likely that the threat will result in death or
serious physical injury, the greater level of force that may be proportional, objectively reasonable, and
necessary to counter it.

Serious Physical Harm: Any physical harm that carries a substantial risk of death; any physical harm
that involves some permanent incapacity, whether partial or total, or that involves some temporary,
substantial incapacity; any physical harm that involves some permanent disfigurement or that involves
some temporary, serious disfigurement; any physical harm that involves acute pain of such duration as to
result in substantial suffering or involves any degree of prolonged or intractable pain. (ORC 2901.01)

PURPOSE:

POLICY:

To establish guidelines for officers of the Cleveland Division of Police relative to de-
escalating situations in order to gain voluntary compliance and to reduce the need to
use force.

Officers have the ability to impact the direction and outcome of the situation with their
decision making and employed tactics. Policing, at times, requires that an officer may
need to exercise control of a violent or resisting subject, or a subject experiencing a
mental or behavioral crisis. At other times, policing may require an officer to serve as
a mediator between parties, or defuse a tense situation. Officers shall use de-
escalation tactics and strategies when safe under the totality of the circumstances and
as time and circumstances permit.

DEFINITIONS: See General Police Order 2.01.01

PROCEDURES:
L. De-escalation Tactics and Techniques
A. De-escalation tactics and techniques are proactive actions and approaches used by officers,

when feasible, to gain the voluntary compliance of subject(s) and reduce or eliminate the
need to use force.

Officers shall avoid taking unnecessary actions that may escalate the need to use force,
(e.g. aggressive body language, proximity, harsh level of voice and tone, officer’s own
stress level or excitement).

When safe and feasible to do so, and before using force and/or to reduce the need for force,
officers shall attempt to slow down the situation so that more time, options and resources
are available for the incident to be resolved.

Officers shall consider whether a subject’s lack of compliance is a deliberate attempt to
resist or an inability to comprehend and/or comply based on, but not limited to the

following:

1. The influence of drugs and/or alcohol;

2. Known or reasonably apparent mental illness, developmental disability or crisis
incident;
3. Known or reasonably apparent physical disability or other medical or physical

condition, including visual or hearing impairment;
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4, Limited English proficiency or other language barrier; and
5. Perceived age of a child.

E. When deciding which tactical options are the most appropriate to bring the situation to a
safe resolution, the officer’s awareness of the above factors (Paragraph I. C.) shall be
weighed in light of the facts of the incident and the totality of the circumstances facing the
officer.

F. De-escalation techniques shall be used, if feasible, once officers assess any threats present
at the incident. The nature and immediacy of the threat will help determine what de-
escalation or other tactics an officer may use to address the threat. In determining whether
and what de-escalation techniques may be appropriate, officers should also:

l. Determine whether the subject is in a mental health/behavioral crists.

a. If the subject is in a mental health/behavioral crisis, officers shall call a
Specialized CIT Officer to the scene. Specialized CIT officers who are
dispatched to an incident involving an individual in crisis will have primary
responsibility for the scene unless or until a supervisor arrives and assumes
responsibility. (Refer to Crisis Intervention GPO 3.2.06).

b. If a supervisor has assumed responsibility for the scene involving a subject in a
mental health/behavioral crisis, the supervisor will seek the input of a
specialized CIT officer regarding strategies for resolving the crisis when it is
reasonable for them to do so.

c. If the subject is not in a mental health/behavioral crisis, officers shall de-
escalate in accordance with this policy.

G. De-escalation Techniques include:

1.

Proactive use of distance, cover, concealment, and time.

a. Separating oneself from the threat and create a safe distance to speak with

subject(s). This allows officers to assess the situation and their options, bring
additional resources to the scene, and develop a plan for resolving the incident
without use of force;

Placing barriers between officers and an uncooperative subject;

Moving from a position that exposes officers to potential threats to a safer
position;

Avoiding physical confrontation, unless immediately necessary (for example, to
protect someone or to stop behavior that creates an imminent threat);

Slowing down the pace of the incident, from the time officers receive the
radio broadcast, and utilizing Division trained anxiety and stress management
techniques when necessary;

Allowing time and/or opportunity for a subject(s) to regain self-control or
cease struggling or resisting, when their actions do not immediately threaten
the safety of officers or others;

Request additional personnel and wait, when safe and feasible to do so, for
arrival of additional personnel.

Hearing and Listening - Demonstrate officers are listening by interacting in
conversation; people have a desire to be heard and understood.

Strategic communication or voice commands to de-escalate the situation

a.

Verbalize to the subject(s), in a calm manner and normal tone of voice, all the
options available to them, which officers can help with, and which would be
best to end subject’s crisis;

Ask questions rather than issue orders;

Advise the subject(s) of the actions that officers will take to end their crisis in
the best way possible;

As a last resort, inform the subject that not following orders may result in the
need to use force. When possible and appropriate, give subjects the
opportunity to comply with directives.

Increase officer presence, if necessary, to increase strategic options available for
bringing a subject under control and/or reduce the severity of the threat.

Request additional personnel respond to the scene/subject.

Where a subject appears to be experiencing a behavioral or mental health
crisis, call a Specialized CIT Officer to the scene.

Request a supervisor.

Training - Officers shall receive integrated, scenario based training at least yearly on de-
escalation techniques and tactical ways to handle situations where the use of force can be
avoided or the level of force minimized.

PURPOSE:

To establish guidelines for officers of the Cleveland Division of Police relative to the use
of force, and to provide direction and clarity, in those instances when a subject’s actions
require an appropriate use of force response.

Consistent with the Division’s mission, including the commitment to carry out its duties
with a reverence for the sanctity of human life, it is the policy of the Division to use only
that force which is necessary, proportional to the level of resistance, and objectively
reasonable based on the totality of circumstances confronting an officer. Officers shall also
take all reasonable measures to de-escalate an incident and reduce the likelihood or level of
force. Any use of force that is not necessary, proportional, and objectively reasonable and
does not reflect reasonable de-escalation efforts, when safe and feasible to do so, is
prohibited and inconsistent with Divisional policy.

PRINCIPLES:

I. General

The use of force is regulated by state and federal law and is not left to the unregulated
discretion of the officer. Use of force decisions are dictated by the actions of the resistant
or combative subject, the law, Division policy, proper tactics, and training.

Officers will be held accountable to Division use of force policies on-duty and off-duty.

These principles apply to all uses of force, not only the use of deadly force.

IL Necessity

A.

OFFICERS SHALL USE ONLY THE AMOUNT OF FORCE NECESSARY TO
ACHIEVE A LAWFUL OBJECTIVE.

Officers shall use force only as necessary, meaning only when no reasonably effective
alternative to the use of force appears to exist, and then only to the degree which is
reasonable to effect the intended lawful objective.

Force has a lawful objective when it is used for any of the following:

1. To effect a lawful arrest or detention of a subject.

2. To gain control of a combative subject.

K To prevent or terminate the commission of a crime.
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4. To intervene in a suicide or self-inflicted injury.
5. To defend or protect an officer or an individual from the violent or resistant
physical acts of another.
III.  Proportionality

A. ALL FORCE SHALL BE PROPORTIONAL TO THE LEVEL OF THE
SUBJECT’S RESISTANCE.

B. To be proportional, the level of force applied must reflect the totality of the circumstances
known to the officer at the time force was applied. Generally, only the amount of force
required to control the subject shall be used by the officer.

IV.  Objective Reasonableness

B.

ALL FORCE SHALL BE OBJECTIVELY REASONABLE.

Objectively reasonable force is a level of force that is appropriate when analyzed from the
perspective of a reasonable officer on scene, rather than with 20/20 hindsight. Objective
reasonableness takes into account, where appropriate, the fact that officers must make
rapid decisions regarding the amount of force to use in tense, uncertain, and rapidly
evolving situations. All uses of force are analyzed under the Fourth Amendment as guided
by the United States Supreme Court, Graham v. Connor, 490 U.S. 386 (1989).

Officers shall assess each incident and determine based on law, policy, training, and
experience, which level of force should be used to control the situation in the safest manner
for all individuals involved. Reasonable and sound judgment will dictate the force option
to be deployed.

The reasonableness inquiry with respect to force is an objective one, whether the officer’s
actions are objectively reasonable in light of the facts and circumstances confronting and
reasonably known to the officer at the time of the incident. These factors include, but are
not limited to the following:

1. The severity of the crime(s).

2. Whether the subject is actively resisting arrest or attempting to evade arrest by
flight.

3. Whether the subject poses an immediate threat to the safety of the officer(s) or
others.

Officers shall consider the following officer/subject factors and circumstances when
choosing a force response, including for example, how the presence of one or more of
these factors could impair a subject’s ability to comply with officer commands or affect the
nature or degree of the threat presented:
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I. The influence of drugs and/or alcohol.

2. Known or reasonably apparent mental illness, developmental disability or crisis
incident.

3. Known or reasonably apparent physical disability or other medical or physical
condition, including visual or hearing impairment.

4. Limited English proficiency or other language barrier.

5. The time available for an officer to make decisions.

6. The availability of officers/resources to de-escalate the situation.

7. The proximity or access to weapons by the subject.

8. Differences between the following officer and subject characteristics:
a. Age
b. Gender
C. Body size
d. Skill level
€. Relative strength
f. Injury or exhaustion

9. Officer and subject position (e.g., being on the ground).

10. Officer and subject distance.

11. Officer special knowledge or training.

12. The degree to which the subject is already restrained (e.g., handcuffed, physically
controlled by others, or whose mobility has been otherwise severely compromised).

F. The unreasonable use of force shall subject officers to the disciplinary process, possible
criminal prosecution, and/or possible civil liability.
V. De-escalation
A. OFFICERS SHALL USE DE-ESCALATION TECHNIQUES WHEN IT IS SAFE

AND FEASIBLE TO DO SO UNDER THE TOTALITY OF THE
CIRCUMSTANCES (Refer to GPO 2.01.02 De-escalation).
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B. Officers shall continue to assess/evaluate whether the force response being deployed
remains proportional to the changing nature of the threat or circumstances being
encountered, while still achieving the lawful objective. Officers shall reduce the level of
force applied as the nature of the threat diminishes.

PROCEDURES:
VL General

A. When feasible, officers shall attempt to identify themselves as police officers and make an
attempt to advise the subject(s) of their intent to detain, arrest, or search before using force.

B. When feasible, and to do so would not increase the danger to officers or others, officers
shall issue a verbal warning to submit to their authority prior to the use of force.

C. Officers shall take all reasonable steps under the circumstances, before and during any use
of force, to avoid unnecessary risk to bystanders, victims, hostages, and other involved
civilians, as well as other officers and emergency personnel.

D. Officers shall consider their surroundings when unholstering or before discharging their
firearm and shall avoid unnecessary risk to bystanders, victims, and other officers.

E. With the exception of pointing a firearm at an individual, officers shall notify a supervisor
to respond to the scene of any reportable use of force incident. When officers point their
firearm at an individual they shall notify a supervisor, and the officers shall complete the
proper use of force entry.

F. Officers shall promptly, accurately, and thoroughly document the reasons for and types of
force used.

VII.  Deadly Force: When Authorized - Tennessee v. Garner, 471 U.S. 1 (1985)

A. All of the provisions of this policy, including the Division’s commitment to recognizing
the sanctity of human life and requirements that officers use only the degree of force
necessary under the circumstances governing force, also govern deadly force (See
Principles).

B. Deadly force may be used only if a subject, through their own actions, poses an imminent
threat of death or serious physical harm to an officer or another.

C. Deadly force may be used to prevent the escape of a fleeing subject only when an officer

would reasonably believe under the circumstances that it is necessary, and when feasible,
some warning has been given, and there is probable cause to believe that:

1. The subject is in the process of committing or has committed a violent felony
involving the infliction or threatened infliction of serious physical harm or death,
and the subject would pose a continuing imminent threat of serious physical harm,
either to the officer or others; OR
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The escape of the subject would pose an imminent danger of death or serious
physical harm to the officer or to another if the subject is not apprehended without
delay.

VIII. Use of Force: When Prohibited

A

Consistent with the principles of necessity, proportionality, objective reasonableness, and
de-escalation, officers shall not:

1.

10.

11.

12.

Use force to subdue a subject who is not suspected of any criminal conduct, other
than to protect an officer’s or another person’s safety.

Use retaliatory force which includes, but is not limited to, force in excess of what is
objectively reasonable to prevent an escape, force to punish an individual for
fleeing or otherwise resisting arrest, force used to punish an individual for
disrespecting officers, and other such circumstances.

Use force against a subject who only verbally confronts officers and is not involved
in criminal conduct.

Use force against a subject who is handcuffed or otherwise restrained, unless it is
objectively reasonable and necessary under the circumstances to stop an assault,
escape, or as necessary to fulfill other law enforcement objectives.

Unholster and display or unholster and point a firearm unless the circumstances
surrounding the incident create an objectively reasonable belief that the situation
may escalate to the point at which deadly force would be authorized.

Use force to overcome passive resistance, except where it is necessary,
proportional, and objectively reasonable to achieve a legitimate law enforcement
objective.

Use force against those who are only exercising their First Amendment rights.
Physically moving a subject is permitted when it is necessary and objectively
reasonable for the safety of that individual or the public. It shall be done with
sufficient personnel so as not to endanger the subject or the officers and will not be

considered a reportable use of force unless it meets the criteria of a Level 1, Level
2, or Level 3 use of force.

Carry weapons that are not authorized or approved by the Division.
Use a firearm as an impact weapon.

Fire warning shots.

Use deadly force solely to protect property or solely to effect an arrest.

Use neck holds.
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13. Discharge a firearm from or at a moving vehicle, unless the use of deadly force is
justified by something other than the threat of the moving vehicle (Refer to GPO
3.2.02 Vehicle Pursuits).

14.  Reach into or place themselves in the path of a vehicle. Officers shall move out of
the path of a moving vehicle (Refer to GPO 3.2.02 Vehicle Pursuits).

15.  Discharge a firearm at a threat that is not verified and visible.

16.  Use head strikes with hard objects.

B. In rare and exceptional situations where, under the facts and circumstances confronting the

officer, a reasonable officer would believe that (a) the use of deadly force would be
objectively reasonable, necessary, and proportional according to this policy, and (b) the
subject’s actions constitute an immediate danger and grave threat to the officer or others,
and (c) no other force options, techniques, tactics, or choices consistent with the Division’s
policy are available, it may be necessary for an officer to take extraordinary or
unanticipated actions in order to overcome the threat.

1. In these rare and exceptional situations, officers must specifically articulate and
justify with particularity the specific tactic(s) or action(s) employed and the reasons
why their actions met each of the criteria (a), (b), and (c) set forth above.

2. The officer’s actions, including all actions preceding the use of deadly force, shall
be subject to strict review.

IX. Duty to Intervene

A.

Officers who are present at the scene of a police use of force are obligated to ensure that the
use of force complies with the requirements of the law, Division rules, policy, and training.

Each officer at the scene of a use of force incident has a duty to intervene by taking all
reasonable actions to stop any use of force that is perceived to be unauthorized by this
policy.

Officers witnessing suspected unreasonable force shall factor into their response their
ability to de-escalate the use of force. The officer’s response may range from physical
intervention, to voice commands, to appropriate after-action notification. If reasonably
able to do so, the officer shall:

1. Physically intervene to stop the objectively unreasonable force.

2. Take protective custody of the subject being subjected to the apparent unreasonable
force.

3. Ensure that medical care is provided as needed.

4. Report the suspected unreasonable use of force to the next non-involved supervisor
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A

in their chain of command, document the same in their duty report and/or Mobile
Computer Aided Dispatch (MCAD) entry, and complete a Form-1 detailing the use
of force and surrounding circumstances as soon as safe and practical, before the end
of the tour of duty.

Duty to Provide Medical Attention

Immediately following any use of force and when the scene is secure, officers, and upon
their arrival, supervisors, shall inspect and observe the subject for injury or complaints of
pain resulting directly or indirectly from the use of force.

If needed, officers and supervisors shall immediately obtain any necessary medical care
while providing emergency first aid until professional medical care providers arrive.

Officers shall immediately request Emergency Medical Services (EMS) to respond for the
following use of force applications regardless of visible injury or complaint of injury:

1. Discharge of a firearm that strikes a subject.
2. Impact of subject’s head against any hard, fixed object.
3. With the exception of pointing a firearm at an individual, any reportable use of

force on subjects who are reasonably believed or known to be pregnant, children,
elderly, physically or medically frail, or disabled.

4. Refer to GPO 2.01.04 Use of Force - Intermediate Weapons for additional situations
requiring a request for EMS.

Whenever EMS is requested, officers shall be sure the scene is tactically safe, or when
tactically unsafe for EMS response, as soon as practical, but without unnecessary delay,
the subject shall be transported to a safe location for treatment.

Officers shall closely monitor subjects who are taken into custody if injured, exhibiting
physical distress, complaining of pain, or have been rendered unconscious.

XI.  Training - Officers shall be trained and tested at least yearly on the laws and Division policies
regarding the use of force.

THIS ORDER SUPERSEDES ANY PREVIOUSLY ISSUED DIRECTIVE OR POLICY FOR
THIS SUBJECT AND WILL REMAIN EFFECTIVE UNTIL RESCINDED OR SUPERSEDED.

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USE OF FORCE — INTERMEDIATE WEAPONS
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Substantive changes are italicized

PURPOSE: To establish guidelines for officers of the Cleveland Division of Police relative to the use
of force when deploying intermediate weapons, while providing direction and clarity, in
those instances when a subject’s actions require a use of force response.

POLICY: Intermediate weapons are used to interrupt a subject’s threatening behavior so that officers
may take control of the subject with less risk of injury to the subject or officer than posed
by greater force applications. Intermediate weapons may be used when objectively
reasonable, necessary, proportional, and permitted under this policy.

PROCEDURES:
L General
A. Intermediate Weapons: Requirements to Carry and Qualify
1. Officers shall carry only weapons that are issued by the Division.

2. Officers are required to successfully complete annual mandatory training which
includes scenario-based training, meet the Division’s proficiency standards, and
requalify, as set forth by the Training Section, in order to be issued and carry
intermediate weapons on duty and while engaged in secondary employment. (Refer
to GPO 1.1.35, Police Officer Training Standards)

3. Uniformed officers shall carry the Conducted Electrical Weapon (CEW) if
qualified, and a second intermediate weapon: ASP baton or Oleoresin Capsicum
(OC) Spray. If not CEW qualified, officers shall carry both approved intermediate
weapons: ASP baton and OC Spray. Officers may elect to carry all three
intermediate weapons.

4. All intermediate weapons shall be worn only on the officer’s duty belt.

5. Officers and supervisors assigned to specialized units may carry intermediate
weapons as dictated by their responsibilities. The Officer-in-Charge of each Unit
will provide guidance and direction in this area to Unit members according to the
Unit’s manual.
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II.

B.

A.

Intermediate Weapons: When Authorized

1.

Intermediate weapons shall be used in accordance with the Division’s policies
including those related to GPO 2.01.03, Use of Force - General, De-escalation
training.

Prior to the use of any approved intermediate weapon, when feasible and
appropriate, the officer shall communicate to the subject, other officers, and
bystanders that the use of the weapon is imminent and allow the subject an
opportunity to comply. An opportunity to comply typically means a reasonable
amount of time to comply.

Officers shall be mindful that in some instances a subject’s disability or condition
may limit or restrict their ability to comply with an officer’s direction (Refer to
GPO 2.01.03, Use of Force - General).

Before using intermediate weapons on children and juveniles, officers must
consider the following factors: body mass, physical build, perceived age, and
emotional condition. Officers shall use appropriate responses for children and
juveniles at all times.

Intermediate Weapons: When Prohibited

1.

2.

Officers shall not use intermediate weapons on subjects who are passively resisting.
Officers shall not use intermediate weapons to prevent the destruction of evidence.
Officers shall not use intermediate weapons against small children, the elderly,
individuals who are visibly frail, or women visibly or known to be pregnant, except
where deadly force is authorized.

Officers shall not use intermediate weapons on subjects who are handcuffed or
otherwise restrained unless the subject is displaying aggressive physical resistance
AND lesser means would be ineffective or have been tried and failed.

Officers shall not use intermediate weapons or objects to prod individuals.

Officers shall not use intermediate weapons on subjects who are under control or
complying with police direction.

Intermediate Weapons: Reporting - Officers shall report the use of intermediate weapons in
accordance with GPO 2.01.05, Use of Force - Reporting.

ASP Baton/Riot Baton/Impact Weapons

ASP Baton/Riot Baton/Impact Weapons: Guidelines

1.

Officers are authorized to deploy the ASP baton:
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3.

a. Where grounds for an arrest or detention are present and the subject is
actively or aggressively resisting and lesser means would be ineffective; or

b. Where such force is objectively reasonable, necessary, and proportional to
protect the officer, the subject, or another party from immediate physical
harm, and lesser means would be ineffective.

Officers shall consider each separate ASP baton strike as a separate use of force
that officers must individually justify and report as objectively reasonable,
necessary, and proportional.

The use of riot batons is authorized only during field force deployments.

ASP Baton/Riot Baton/Impact Weapons: When Prohibited

1.

Officers shall not intentionally target ASP baton strikes to sensitive tissue areas,
such as the head, neck, spine or genitalia. Baton strikes to the head and neck
constitute deadly force. Preferred target areas are the arms, legs, and torso.

Impact weapons other than the ASP Baton, or in field force deployments the riot
baton, are prohibited by the Division unless extreme circumstances require their
use to gain compliance from aggressively resistant subjects.

Officers shall not use head strikes with hard objects, except where deadly force is
justified. Officers shall be trained that a strike to the head with any hard object
could result in death.

Officers shall not use their firearm as an impact weapon, due to the possibility of
unintentional discharge and/or the possibility that it could result in the death of the
officer, the subject, or others.

Medical Attention after the Use of the ASP Baton/Riot Baton/Impact Weapons - Officers
shall request Emergency Medical Services (EMS) after striking a subject to the head, neck,
spine or genitalia with an ASP baton or any other impact weapon for an examination.
Refer also to GPO 2.01.03, Use of Force - General, Section V. C. (Duty to Provide
Medical Attention) for additional requirements to provide medical attention.

HI.  Oleoresin Capsicum (OC) Spray

A.

OC Spray: Guidelines

d.

Officers are authorized to deploy OC Spray only:

a. Where grounds for an arrest or detention are present and the subject is
actively or aggressively resisting and lesser means would be ineffective; or
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b. Where such force is objectively reasonable, necessary, and proportional to
protect the officer, the subject, or another party from immediate physical
harm, and lesser means would be ineffective.
C. For crowd dispersal or protection and other means would be more intrusive
or less effective.

2. Officers shall be aware of the risks of positional asphyxia and shall use restraint
techniques that do not impair the subject’s respiration following an OC Spray
application.

3. Officers shall be aware of the risks of using OC spray in confined or enclosed
environments.

4. Officers shall direct OC Spray at the specific subject(s) who are posing a threat,
attempting to minimize exposure to non-targeted subjects or parties.

5. Officers shall consider each one-second application as a separate use of force that
the officer shall individually justify and report as objectively reasonable, necessary,
and proportional.

6. Officers shall discontinue use if a subject does not comply after two one-second
bursts of OC Spray that successfully contacts the target.

7. The use of OC Spray on a dangerous animal is permissible to deter an attack or to
prevent injury to persons present. Documentation shall be provided in the related
incident report.

B. OC Spray: When Prohibited - Officers shall not use OC Spray on subjects with a known
respiratory condition unless it is an extreme and articulable situation.
C. Medical Attention After the Use of OC Spray

1.

As soon as practicable, but no later than 20 minutes after establishing control of the
scene, the officer shall make a reasonable effort to relieve the subject’s OC Spray
discomfort by washing OC Spray from the subject’s eyes with cool water. If the
subject was exposed in a confined space, officers will remove the subject as soon as
possible from the contaminated area and expose the individual to fresh air.

Officers shall monitor exposed subjects for changes in their condition while in
police custody and request medical attention as needed.

Officers shall immediately request that EMS respond for any of the following
circumstances:

a. The subject is experiencing symptoms (other than mild) which last beyond
45 minutes.
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b. The subject has or indicates that they have difficulty breathing or loses
consciousness.
c. The subject indicates they have a pre-existing condition (such as asthma,

emphysema, bronchitis, or heart ailment) that may be aggravated by
chemical spray.

d. The officer believes that the subject needs medical attention whether the
subject requests it or not.
e. The officer is made aware that the OC Spray was used on a child or elderly,

pregnant, physically disabled or mentally ill subject.

IV.  Conducted Electrical Weapon (CEW)

A.

CEW Guidelines

l.

The CEW shall only be used in either of the following situations:

a. Where grounds for arrest or detention are present and the subject is actively
or aggressively resisting, and lesser means would be ineffective; or

b. Where such force is objectively reasonable, necessary, and proportional to
protect the officer, the subject, or another party from immediate physical
harm, and lesser means would be ineffective or have been tried and failed.

Officers shall:

a. Carry the CEW 1in a Division issued holster, on the opposite side of the
firearm, to reduce the chances of accidentally drawing and/or firing a
firearm.

b. Deploy the CEW at the preferred target zones which include the lower

center mass of the body on the front of the body and below the neckline of
the back upper body. When encountering subjects wearing heavy or loose
clothing on the upper body, officers may consider the legs as targets.

c. Determine the reasonableness of the CEW use and probe placement based
on all the relevant circumstances, including the subject’s apparent age, size,
physical, and mental condition and the feasibility of lesser force options.

d. Limit each CEW cycle to 5 seconds.

e. Use the minimum number of 5-second CEW cycles necessary to gain
control of the subject.

f. Consider each CEW application (i.e., S-second cycle) as a separate use of
force that officers shall individually justify and report as objectively
reasonable, necessary, and proportional.
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NUMBER:

B.

Consider that exposure to the CEW for longer than 15 seconds (whether due
to multiple applications or continuous cycling) may increase the risk of
death or serious injury.

Immediately after a CEW application, attempt to handcuff or restrain the
subject if compliance has been gained and it is tactically safe to do so.

Reevaluate the situation after each CEW application to determine if
subsequent cycles are reasonable, considering a subject may not be able to
respond to commands during or immediately following a CEW application.
Alternatives to a CEW include force techniques of the same or lesser level
and are not, therefore, limited to the application of higher-level force.

If after three CEW applications the subject has not become compliant, even
temporarily, the officer shall assume that the CEW is ineffective and shall
reassess and seek to transition to alternative control measures.

Use caution when dealing with exhausted subjects exhibiting symptoms of
physical or mental distress and be aware that certain subjects may be at a
heightened risk for serious physical injury or death when subjected to CEW
applications.

Avoid using restraint techniques that impair a subject’s respiration
following a CEW application.

Consider a CEW in the hands of a subject a deadly weapon when no other
officer is present to provide deadly force cover. If multiple officers are
present, the CEW 1n the hands of a subject is not a deadly weapon unless it
can be clearly articulated that an officer or innocent party was in imminent
danger of serious physical injury or death due to the subject’s possession of
a CEW,

If an initial CEW shot does not make contact or is ineffective, the same or another
officer may attempt additional shots as needed or practical in order to make
successful contact on a subject.

The use of the CEW on a dangerous animal is permissible to deter an attack or to
prevent injury to persons present. Documentation shall be provided in the related
incident report.

CEW: When Prohibited

1.

Officers shall not use the CEW:

In drive-stun mode solely for pain compliance. The CEW is only to be used
in drive stun mode to supplement the probe mode in order to complete the
Incapacitation circuit or as a countermeasure to gain separation between
officers and the subject so that officers can consider another force option.
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C.

5.

b. On fleeing subjects who do not pose a threat of physical harm to the officer,
bystanders, or themselves.

€s If the subject represents a lethal threat unless a second officer is present and
prepared to deploy deadly force.

Officers shall not intentionally target the CEW at a subject in sensitive tissue areas,
such as the head, neck, or genitalia.

Except where deadly force is authorized, officers shall not use the CEW in
situations where:

a. A deployment may cause serious physical injury or death from situational
hazards, including but not limited to: falling, losing control of a moving
vehicle, or becoming ignited from the presence of potentially explosive or
flammable materials or substances, including OC Spray.

b. The subject has obviously low body mass or is in apparent medical crisis.

Officers shall not intentionally activate more than one CEW at a time against a
subject.

An officer shall not hold both a CEW and a firearm at the same time.

CEW Exceptional Circumstances

1.

Absent rare and exceptional circumstances, officers shall not exceed three 5-second
CEW cycles in total on any one subject during a single incident unless the
following apply:

a. The officer reasonably believes that the initial CEW applications have been
effective in gaining the subject’s temporary compliance, but the subject
continues to actively or aggressively resist;

b. The subject’s continuing non-compliance presents a threat of imminent
physical harm to the officer or others;

C. No other force technique, tactic or choice consistent with Division policy
would be effective; and

d. The use of the CEW beyond a third cycle will prevent resorting to deadly
force options.

Each CEW application shall be independently justifiable and shall be weighed
against other force options.

More than three applications of a CEW on an individual during a single interaction,
regardless of the mode or duration of the application, and regardless of whether the
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D.

applications are by the same or different officers, or a CEW application for longer
than 15 seconds, whether continuous or consecutive, shall be reported and
investigated as a Level 3 use of force.

Medical Attention After the Use of the CEW

L.

After deployment of the CEW, officers shall:

a. Call EMS to the scene without unnecessary delay to evaluate a subject who
has been exposed to a CEW shock. EMS personnel or medical personnel at
a medical facility shall remove probes penetrating sensitive areas (e.g.,
head, face, neck, groin, or breast areas). While it is preferred that medical
personnel remove penetrating probes, a CEW-qualified officer may remove
probes penetrating non-sensitive areas (e.g., buttocks, thighs) if it is
reasonable to do so.

b. Inform medical personnel of all subjects who have been subjected to
multiple CEW applications, including prolonged applications (more than 15
seconds); or who appear to be under the influence of drugs or exhibiting
symptoms associated with physical or mental distress; or who were kept in
prone restraints after CEW use.

c. Request that EMS transport the subjects to the hospital in any of the
following circumstances:

1. The officer is made aware that the CEW was deployed on a child or
elderly, pregnant, physically disabled or mentally ill subject.

2. The subject experiences or complains of difficulty breathing, chest
pains, or loss of consciousness.

3. The officer believes the subject requires medical attention (whether
or not the subject requests attention).

4. The officer becomes aware afterward of a medical condition (e.g.,
epilepsy or heart ailment) that a CEW may aggravate.

d. Monitor the subject for signs of medical distress for as long as the subject is
in Division custody, paying particular attention to indicators of positional
asphyxia.

e. Notify the Corrections Officer when booking a prisoner who was exposed

to a CEW shock. The same notification shall be made when transporting or
transferring the prisoner to any entity outside of the Division.

In extreme circumstances when EMS is unable to transport or is delayed, and if the
officer reasonably believes medical attention is necessary without delay, the officer
may transport the subject to the hospital using the zone car.

Beanbag Shotgun

Beanbag Shotgun: Guidelines

1.

The beanbag shotgun shall only be deployed by qualified officers
(Supervisors/SWAT officers). Beanbag shotgun inspections will be conducted on
an annual basis to ensure that all are operable and any necessary maintenance or
repairs are performed.

The beanbag shotgun may be deployed when a subject presents an imminent risk of
serious physical harm to an officer or others, de-escalation and other force options
have proven ineffective, and the subject is within a safe range of the beanbag
shotgun.

The optimal range for effective deployment while minimizing risk is 21 to 50 feet.
a. Deployment at less than 21 feet increases the risk of serious injury or death.

b. At over 50 feet, the effect and accuracy of the beanbag shotgun are
diminished to the point that this option will not achieve its purpose.

If the subject represents a lethal threat, a second officer prepared to deploy deadly
force shall be present when deploying a beanbag shotgun.

All bean bag shotguns are clearly marked with a yellow stock and fore-end, so as to
make them instantly distinguishable from a weapon firing live rounds.

Officers shall request via Communication Control Section (CCS) a beanbag
shotgun equipped supervisor respond to the scene when circumstances exist that
meet the guidelines for deployment.

Supervisors shall:

a. Use equivalent standard precautions as used with all firearms per GPO
2.01.03, Use of Force - General, in order to protect others from the harm of
a misdirected beanbag round.

b. Avoid the body’s chest, head, neck, and groin.

C. Consider each discharged beanbag round as a separate use of force that

officers shall individually justify and report as objectively reasonable,
necessary, and proportional.

Beanbag Shotgun: When Prohibited

1.

Officers shall not:
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a. Subject themselves or others to undue risk while waiting for the arrival of a
supervisor with a beanbag shotgun. The situation must be continually
assessed, and other appropriate action must be taken if the risk to self or
others demands immediate attention.

2. Supervisors shall not:

a. Use the beanbag shotgun as a substitute for notifying the SWAT Unit when
circumstances warrant that unit’s deployment.

b. Fire more than two beanbag shotguns simultaneously. In the event that four

rounds have proven to be ineffective, officers shall consider the beanbag
shotgun ineffective and exercise other options.

C. Medical Attention After the Use of a Beanbag Shotgun

1. Officers shall:

Notify EMS via CCS to respond and convey subject(s) struck by a beanbag
round, to the hospital for medical treatment/evaluation.

When booking a prisoner who was struck by a beanbag round notify the
Corrections Officer that the prisoner was struck with a beanbag round. The
same notification shall be made when transporting or transferring the
prisoner to any entity outside of the Division.

VI. Intermediate Weapons Approved for Use by the SWAT Unit - Intermediate weapons approved
for usage by the SWAT Unit shall be used in accordance with the Division Use of Force policies
and the SWAT Unit manual.

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USE OF FORCE — REPORTING
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Substantive changes are in italics

PURPOSE: To establish guidelines for the reporting of all use of force responses and for documenting
objective reasonableness, necessity, and proportionality after a use of force response.

POLICY: Officers shall notify their supervisor when they have used force, except for de minimis
force. Officers shall clearly, thoroughly and properly report use of force incidents. The
necessity for each application of force shall be documented, identifying the uniqueness of
each situation and justifying every force response.

PROCEDURES:
1. Use of Force Notification Guidelines
A. Officers who use or witness force shall contact the Communication Control Section

(CCS) and request that their supervisor respond to the scene as soon as practical
following any use of force, except for de minimis force. (Refer to GPO 2.01.01, Use of
Force - Definitions).

An officer who becomes aware of an allegation of unreported, unreasonable,
unnecessary or disproportionate force by another officer shall immediately notify his or
her supervisor of that force or allegation. (Refer to GPO 1.07.05, Internal Complaints
of Misconduct and GPO 1.07.07, Retaliation).

IL. Use of Force Reporting General Guidelines

A.

B.

Officers shall report all uses of force except for de minimis force.

All use of force reports shall be completed with sufficient detail for supervisors and the
Division to understand the totality of the circumstances, events, and actions of the
officer, subject, and other involved individuals during a use of force incident. The use
of force report must also permit the Division to conduct a thorough and appropriate
investigation and review of the force incident. The Division shall provide regular
training (including roll call, in-service, or electronic-based instruction) on reporting
writing.

Officers shall not use conclusory statements, “boilerplate” or “canned” language (e.g.,
furtive movement, fighting stance), without supporting details that are well articulated
in the required reports. When possible, and to ensure clarity, officers will minimize the
use of unnecessary acronyms or jargons.

Every application of force by an officer is classified according to the following levels:
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Level 1 Use of Force: Force that is reasonably likely to cause only transient
pain and/or disorientation during its application as a means of gaining
compliance, including pressure point compliance and joint manipulation
techniques, but that is not reasonably expected to cause injury, does not result
in an actual injury and does not result in a complaint of injury. It does not
include escorting, touching, or handcuffing a subject with no or minimal
resistance. Un-holstering a firearm and pointing it at a subject is reportable as a
Level 1 use of force.

Level 2 Use of Force: Force that causes an injury, could reasonably be
expected to cause an injury, or results in a complaint of an injury, but does not
rise to the level of a Level 3 use of force. Level 2 includes the use of a CEW,
including where a CEW is fired at a subject but misses; OC Spray application;
weaponless defense techniques (e.g., elbow or closed-fist strikes, kicks, leg
sweeps, and takedowns); use of an impact weapon or beanbag shotgun, except
for a strike to the head, neck or face with an impact weapon or beanbag
shotgun; and any canine apprehension that involves contact.

Level 3 Use of Force: Force that includes uses of deadly force; uses of force
resulting in death or serious physical harm; uses of force resulting in hospital
confinement due to a use of force injury; all neck holds; uses of force resulting
in a loss of consciousness; canine bite; more than three applications of a CEW
on an individual during a single interaction, regardless of the mode or duration
of the application, and regardless of whether the applications are by the same or
different officers, a CEW application for longer than 15 seconds, whether
continuous or consecutive; and any Level 2 use of force against a handcuffed
subject.

E. Officers shall report uses of force in accordance with the reporting requirements of the
highest level of force used during the incident. (For example, if an officer uses both
Level 1 and Level 2 force during an incident, the incident is classified as a Level 2
force for reporting and review purposes).

F. All officer use of force reports will be evaluated by the reviewing/investigating
supervisor, chain of command, and/or department’s Force Review Board. (Refer to
GPO 2.01.06, Supervisory Reviews and Investigations)

Involved Officer Reporting Requirements

A. Officers Using Level 1 and Level 2 Force shall:

1.

By the end of their tour of duty, complete and forward to the
reviewing/investigating supervisor, an individual use of force entry in the use of
force tracking software, providing a detailed account of the incident from the
officer’s perspective and including all of the following information:

a. The reason for the initial police presence
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IV.

b. A specific description of the acts that preceded the use of force, to
include attempts to de-escalate

c. The level of resistance encountered
d. A complete and accurate description of every type of force used or
observed

B. Officer Using Level 3 Force shall:

L.

By the end of their tour of duty, an individual use of force entry shall be
completed as directed by the Officer-in-Charge of FIT. (Refer to GPO 2.01.07,
Force Investigation Team)

Comply with all additional directives from the Officer-in-Charge of FIT. (Refer
to GPO 2.01.07, Force Investigation Team)

Witness Reporting

A. Officers Witnessing or Present During a Use of Force shall:

1.

By the end of their tour of duty, complete and forward to the
reviewing/investigating supervisor, a Witness Statement Form (Attachment A)
providing a detailed account of the incident from the officer’s perspective and
including all of the following information:

a. The reason for the witnessing officer’s police presence.

b. A specific description of the observed acts that preceded the use of force,
to include any observed attempts to de-escalate.

c. Level of resistance observed; and
d. A complete and accurate description of every type of force observed.
Submit the Witness Statement Form to the reviewing/investigating supervisor or

Officer-in-Charge of FIT for review/signature and attach the statement to the
use of force entry.

B. Officers Witnessing Level 3 Force - In addition to completing a Witness Statement
Form as described in IV, A, 1 (a — d), officers shall comply with all directives from the
officer-in-charge of FIT. (Refer to GPO 2.01.07, Force Investigation Team)

C. Citizens and Non-Division Law Enforcement Officers

1.

Citizens and non-division law enforcement officers who witness force and are
unable or unwilling to give a video recorded statement may make a written
statement on a Witness Statement Form (Attachment A).
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V.

2.

The Witness Statement Form will then be submitted to the reviewing
SUpervisor.

Additional Reporting Requirements

A.

Officers deploying their CEW shall clearly articulate in their use of force entry

justification for the following:

6.

Each CEW cycle of any length used on a subject or attempted on a subject.
Use of the CEW in drive stun mode.

Each CEW cycle in excess of three 5-second CEW cycles in total on any one
subject during a single incident.

Continuous cycling of the CEW beyond 5 seconds.
Use of the CEW on a fleeing subject.

CEW application by more than one officer.

Deployment of a Canine (Refer to GPO 2.01.01, Use of Force - Definitions, GPO
2.01.06, Supervisory Reviews and Investigations, and the CDP Canine Unit Manual)

k.

3.

Other than during training, if a canine deployment does not involve contact, the
canine officer shall document the incident using the canine management
software program;

Deployment of a canine that involves physical contact shall be reported as a
Level 2 use of force; and

A canine bite shall be reported as a Level 3 use of force.

Pointing of a Firearm

1.

Un-holstering a firearm or un-holstering and keeping the firearm at the low
ready position, high ready position, or “SUL” position, without pointing it at an
individual, is not a use of force. Un-holstering a firearm is subject to the data
collection process and shall be included in the officer’s disposition when
clearing an assignment using the Mobile Computer Aided Dispatch System or
by notifying CCS.

Un-holstering and pointing a firearm at a subject is considered a Level 1
reportable use of force. The following are exceptions to this reporting
requirement:
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VI.

SWAT Unit officers are not required to report the pointing of a firearm
at a subject as a use of force during the execution of SWAT Unit duties;

Officers who are deputized and assigned to a Federal Task Force are not
required to report the pointing of a firearm at a subject as a use of force
when conducting task force operations during which a supervisor is
present. The task force supervisor shall forward any reports or forms
regarding any such incidents to the commander in their chain of
command.

Officers assigned to the Gang Impact, Narcotics, Homicide, Sex Crimes,
Domestic Violence, and Financial Crimes Units shall not be required to
report the pointing of a firearm at a subject as a use of force if done
solely while entering and securing a building in connection with the
execution of an arrest or search warrant and a supervisor prepares a
report detailing the incident provided to the commander in their chain of
command.

These exceptions shall apply to uniformed officers assigned to duties
with all of the above listed exempt units while performing duties
assigned by the supervisor during the execution of the warrant(s).

D. Off-Duty Police Action Involving a Use of Force Outside the City of Cleveland

1.

When safely able to do so, the officer shall immediately notify CCS of the
incident and when the member is scheduled or expected to return to duty. CCS
shall inform the member’s commander.

Upon return to duty, the officer shall:

a.

b.

C.

Notify their immediate supervisor of the incident.

Complete a use of force database entry. The use of force entry shall
contain the following information about the incident: date, time,
location, and jurisdiction. No details of the incident are to be included
in the use of force entry; the entries are for tracking and documentation

only.

Obtain a copy of the incident report from the reporting agency.

Provide all the materials described here to their immediate supervisor to be
routed via the tracking software, to the Internal Affairs Unit. (Refer to GPO
2.01.06, Supervisory Reviews and Investigations).

Failure to Report Use of Force
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VII.

CDW/rcs

Officers shall be subject to the disciplinary process, up to an including termination, for
material (significant) omissions or misrepresentations in their Use of Force Reports,
regardless of whether the force was objectively reasonable, necessary and proportional.

Officers who use or observe force and fail to report it shall be subject to the
disciplinary process, up to and including termination, regardless of whether the force
was objectively reasonable, necessary and proportional.

Heightened Responsibilities for Reporting Exceptional Uses of Force

A.

In the rare and exceptional circumstances that officers use force that would otherwise
be prohibited by Division policy, they must justify the use of force by articulating the
specific facts that led to such a use of force. Officers must describe, in detail, the
objective reasonableness, necessity, and proportionality of the force that was used, the
actions of the subject that constituted immediate danger and grave threat to the officers
or others, the officer’s efforts to de-escalate the encounter, why the officer believed
that no other force options, techniques, tactics or choices consistent with Division
policy were available, and how rapidly the officer was able to return to compliance
with Division policies.

Failure to adequately document and explain the facts underlying any use of force that
conflicts with Division policies may subject the officer to the disciplinary process,
possible criminal prosecution, and /or possible civil liability.

USE OF FORCE - SUPERVISORY REVIEWS AND INVESTIGATIONS

CHIEF:

PURPOSE:

POLICY:

To establish guidelines for supervisors of the Cleveland Division of Police relative to
reviewing, investigating, and accounting of every Level 1 and Level 2 use of force.

It is the policy of the Cleveland Division of Police that supervisors investigating use of force
incidents conduct fair, thorough, timely and objective reviews of Level 1 and Level 2 uses
of force. Supervisors shall evaluate attempts to de-escalate, objective reasonableness, and
necessity of actions taken by the officers, along with proportionality of force used in relation
to the level of resistance encountered. All Level 3 uses of force shall be investigated by the
Force Investigation Team (FIT).

PROCEDURES:

I.  General Guidelines

A.

Officers who use any level of force while on-duty, off-duty acting in an official capacity
within the City of Cleveland, or while working secondary employment, shall contact the
Communication Control Section (CCS) and request a supervisor in accordance with General
Police Order 2.01.03 Use of Force - General.

An immediate supervisor of the officer who used force while on-duty shall respond, as
required, to the scene of the use of force incident (Refer to GPO 2.01.03).

A supervisor from the district of occurrence shall respond, as required, to officer uses of
force occurring while off-duty acting in an official capacity within the City of Cleveland or
while working secondary employment (Refer to GPO 2.01.03).

If a supervisor cannot determine the level a use of force should be categorized as, the
supervisor shall immediately contact the next supervisor in their chain of command or
contact the FIT via CCS for guidance.

A supervisor who was involved in any Level 1 or Level 2 use of force by witnessing,
participating in, or ordering the use of force shall not review or investigate the incident and
shall not review the use of force entries for approval or disapproval.

If a supervisor uses Level 2 force, a supervisor of a higher rank shall respond to the location
of occurrence and comply with the requirements of this section. If necessary, supervisors
from neighboring districts may be contacted for this purpose.

In cases where officers assigned to multi-agency units or task forces are involved in a use
of force incident, the Division supervisor of the task force, who is next in the chain of
command that did not observe, participate in, authorize, or was not otherwise involved, shall
assume investigative responsibilities of the use of force.
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H.

Supervisors failing to adequately review/investigate and document use of force incidents,
and/or having material omissions or misrepresentations in their review/investigation when
completing use of force reviews/investigations, shall be subject to the disciplinary process.

II.  Responding Supervisor Responsibilities

A,

Supervisors responding to any officer use of force shall:

1. Inspect and observe subjects for complaints of pain or injury resulting from the
use of force response and immediately obtain necessary medical care, if not
already requested.

2. Determine if the force response used is a Level 1, Level 2, or Level 3 response and
make the proper notifications as needed via CCS (e.g., FIT).

3. If a supervisor determines that an officer's use of force reveals evidence of
potential criminal conduct, the supervisor shall immediately:

a. Request the FIT via CCS and suspend any investigation.

b. Secure the scene pending the arrival of the FIT (Refer to GPO 2.01.07
Force Investigation Team).

4. Conduct a complete, thorough, and impartial review/investigation of the use of
force incident considering whether the force used was objectively reasonable,
proportional to the level of resistance, necessary, and whether the involved
officer(s) took all reasonable measures to de-escalate the incident and reduce the
likelihood or level of force.

III.  Level 1 Use of Force Review

A.

For all Level 1 use of force responses, the reviewing supervisor shall:

1. Ensure the completion of a use of force entry by each officer using force and the
completion of an incident report, if necessary (Refer to GPO 2.01.05 Use of Force
- Reporting).

2. Ensure that all officers witnessing a use of force incident by another officer

complete a narrative statement and any other assigned reports (Refer to GPO
2.01.05 Use of Force - Reporting).

3. Address any concerns with the use of force entry, returning the entry to the officer
for needed revisions. If a use of force entry is returned to the officer for revision,
all revisions and additional reviews shall be completed within five days of the use
of force.

4. Supervisors may review wearable camera system (WCS) recordings as necessary
to assist in addressing concerns with the use of force entry.
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5. If not returned to the officer for revision, review and approve the use of force report
with a brief summary of the incident, conclusions, and recommendations in the
entry, by the end of their tour of duty.

6. Initiate corrective action within the Division tracking software as necessary.

B. Supervisors shall elevate and investigate any Level 1 use of force that appears to have
been improperly categorized as a Level 1 (Refer to GPO 2.01.01 Use of Force -
Definitions and GPO 2.01.05 Use of Force - Reporting). If the supervisor cannot
determine whether a use of force should be elevated, the supervisor shall consult with their
superior.

IV.  Level 2 Use of Force Investigations
A. For all Level 2 use of force responses and Level 1 use of force responses alleging
excessive force, the responding supervisor shall, as soon as practical and no later than by
the end of their tour of duty:
1. Ensure the subject is receiving necessary medical attention.
2. Interview the subject for complaints of injury resulting from the use of force.

Advise the subject that the interview pertains only to the use of force and not to
any underlying alleged crime and that the subject need not answer questions.

3. Conduct a complete, thorough, and impartial investigation of the use of force
incident.
4. Conduct interviews with involved officers and any officers on scene when the

force was used.

a. Ensure that involved officers are interviewed separately and apart from one
another. Group interviews are prohibited.

b. Supervisors shall not ask officers or other witnesses leading questions that
suggest legal justification for the officers' conduct where such questions
are contrary to appropriate law enforcement techniques.

5. Ensure that a canvass for civilian witnesses is conducted and interview all civilian
witnesses.

a. Supervisors shall either record the interview or encourage civilian
witnesses to provide and sign a written statement in their own words.

b. If witnesses do not want to be interviewed, the supervisor shall attempt to
document their contact information if practical and reasonable, if not
recorded on the WCS.
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6. Photograph, if feasible, the subject and/or officers allegations of injury or the
absence of injury. Include photos of the area of the alleged injury, an overall photo
of the subject and/or officer, or document the reasons photographs were not taken.

7. Ensure that any evidence that could establish material facts related to the use of
force, including audio and video recordings, photographs, and other
documentation of injuries or the absence of injuries, is collected to include but not
be limited to:

a. Proper download of an officer's CEW if deployed.

b. Proper download of the WCS for officers present at the use of force.

c. A canvass for additional/privately owned video, documenting the efforts.
d. WCS recording of the scene and any damage to property as necessary.

e. Subject and/or officer medical paperwork if applicable.

8. Ensure the completion of a use of force entry by each officer using force and
completion of an incident report before the end of their tour of duty (Refer to GPO
2.01.05 Use of Force - Reporting).

9. Ensure that all officers witnessing a use of force incident by another officer
complete a narrative statement and other assigned reports before the end of their
tour of duty (Refer to GPO 2.01.05 Use of Force - Reporting).

10.  Provide a brief synopsis to their Commander via email, copying their immediate
supervisor, documenting the supervisor's preliminary determination of the
appropriateness of the use of force.

Within five tours of duty of the use of force, the investigating supervisor shall complete
and document their investigation within the use of force entry. Any extension to this

deadline must be authorized by a commander via email. The investigating supervisor
shall:

1. Ensure that all use of force reports include all the required information and review
computer aided dispatch information to identify all officers who were involved in
the incident, witnessed the incident, or were on the scene when it occurred.

2. Make all reasonable efforts through the review process to resolve material
inconsistencies between the officer, subject, and witness statements, as well as
inconsistencies between the level of force claimed by the officer and the subject's
injuries, and any inconsistencies between multiple officers.

3. Consider all relevant evidence, including circumstantial, direct and physical
evidence as appropriate, making and explaining credibility determinations, if
feasible.
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4. Review all evidence relevant to the use of force, to include WCS recordings, and
evaluate that evidence to determine whether the use of force was consistent with
Division policy, and/or raises any policy, training, tactical, or equipment concerns.

5. Complete the narrative description of the use of force incident, including (if not
included in the dropdown menus in the Division tracking software):

a.

The supervisor's description of the incident, including a precise description
of the evidence that either justifies or fails to justify the officers’ conduct
based on the supervisor's independent review of the facts and
circumstances of the incident.

Documentation of all evidence gathered, including names, phone numbers,
and addresses of witnesses to the incident in the Division tracking software
menus). In situations in which there are no known witnesses, the report
shall specifically state that fact. In situations in which witnesses were
present but circumstances prevented the supervisor from determining the
identification, phone number, or address of those witnesses, the report shall
state the reason why. The report shall include all available identifying
information for anyone who refused to provide a statement.

The names of all officers who used force or witnessed the use of force.

The investigating supervisor's evaluation of the use of force, based on the
supervisor's review of the evidence gathered, including:

1. A determination of whether the officers' actions appear to be within
policy and consistent with state and federal law;

1. An assessment of the incident for policy, training, tactical or
equipment concerns; and

1ii. Whether the use of force may have been avoided through the use
of de-escalation techniques or lesser force options.

Document any corrective action taken or misconduct discovered during the
investigation of the use of force.

6. Investigations shall not be delayed due to extended absences from duty (e.g.,
furloughs, illness, etc.). The Platoon Commander or Unit OIC shall ensure another
supervisor is designated to complete the investigation prior to any extended
absences from duty to avoid undue delay.

C. Supervisors shall elevate any Level 2 use of force that appears to have been improperly
categorized as a Level 2 (Refer to GPO 2.01.01 Use of Force - Definitions and GPO
2.01.05 Use of Force - Reporting) and make proper notification of the FIT via CCS. If the
supervisor cannot determine whether a use of force should be elevated, the supervisor
shall consult with their superior and the FIT.
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V.  Chain of Command Review of Investigation

A.

Supervisors shall forward their completed use of force review or investigation, via the use
of force tracking software, through their chain of command to the District/Unit
Commander.

1. Each level in the chain of command shall review the report within three tours of
duty of receiving it to ensure that it is complete and that the findings are supported
using the preponderance of the evidence standard.

a. Investigations shall not be delayed due to extended absences from duty
(e.g., furloughs, extended illness).

b. The Patrol Section Captain or Unit OIC shall ensure another supervisor is
designated to complete reviews of investigations prior to any extended
absences from duty to avoid undue delay in the completion of the
investigations.

Reviewing supervisors in the chain of command shall address any discrepancy and order
additional investigation when it appears that there is additional relevant evidence that may
assist in resolving inconsistencies or improve the reliability or credibility of the findings.

Any reviewing supervisor may re-categorize a use of force investigation as appropriate:

1. Use of force investigations re-categorized as a Level 1 or Level 2 shall be returned
to the investigating supervisor.

2. Use of force investigations re-categorized from Level 2 to Level 3 requires the
immediate notification of the FIT.

Where the findings of the use of force investigation are not supported by a preponderance
of the evidence, the investigating supervisor's chain of command shall document the
reasons for this determination and shall include this documentation as an addendum to the
original investigation.

1. The reviewing supervisor shall counsel the investigating supervisor regarding the
madequately supported determination and of any investigative deficiencies that
led to it, returning the investigation to the investigating supervisor for revision.

")) Significant or repeated failures in the adequacy of Use of Force investigations may
result in additional training or the imposition of discipline up to and including
demotion or termination.

Any investigation returned to the investigating supervisor shall address the reason(s) for
return. The investigation shall be returned through the chain of command within three
tours of duty.

Commanders shall be responsible for the accuracy and completeness of use of force
investigations prepared by supervisors under their command.
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THIS ORDER SUPERSEDES ANY PREVIOUSLY ISSUED DIRECTIVE OR POLICY FOR THIS

When the commander finds that the Level 1 review is complete and the evidence supports
the findings, the review shall be considered complete and shall be promptly forwarded via
use of force tracking software, routed to and maintained by the Internal Affairs Unit.

When the commander finds that the Level 2 investigation is complete and the evidence
supports the findings, the investigation file shall be promptly forwarded via use of force
tracking software, routed to the Internal Affairs Superintendent.

Internal Affairs shall review Level 2 investigations to ensure that they are complete and
that the evidence supports the findings. When Internal Affairs completes its review, it
shall route Level 2 investigations via the use of force tracking software as follows:

L. Level 2 investigations without a determination of misconduct shall be routed to
the appropriate Deputy Chief's Office for review.

2. Level 2 investigations with a determination of misconduct shall be routed to the
Case Preparation Unit and copying the appropriate Deputy Chief and Commander

After investigation, if a use of force is found to be out of policy, the Case Preparation Unit
shall direct and ensure the appropriate disciplinary process.

Upon the completion of the Deputy Chief's review or completion of the disciplinary
process, Level 2 investigations shall be closed, routed to Internal Affairs and maintained
in the use of force tracking software.

At the discretion of the Chief, Chief’s designee, or Internal Affairs, a use of force
investigation may be assigned or re-assigned for investigation to the FIT or to another
supervisor, whether within or outside of the district in which the incident occurred, or may
be returned to the district for further investigation or analysis. This assignment or re-
assignment shall be explained in writing and routed via the Division tracking software.

PURPOSE:

POLICY:

To establish guidelines for the reporting of all use of force responses and any incidents
investigated by the Force Investigation Team (FIT) and to establish the duties,
responsibilities, and authority of the FIT. The FIT is designed to ensure that all incidents
assigned to the FIT are investigated fully and fairly.

It is the policy of the Division to have the FIT investigate all Level 3 use of force incidents,
critical firearm discharges, uses of force involving potential criminal conduct by an officer,
all incidents in which an individual has died while in, or as an apparent result of being in
the Division’s custody, and any uses of force assigned to the FIT by the Chief. Individuals
assigned to the FIT will receive, at least yearly, training to ensure the appropriate expertise,
independence, and investigative skills. This training will ensure that uses of force that are
contrary to law or policy are identified; that training, tactical, and equipment deficiencies
related to the use of force are identified; and that investigations are of sufficient quality.
When the team is deployed, it shall be recognized as having been granted full investigative
authority by the Chief of Police.

PROCEDURES:

L FIT Investigations

A.

The FIT shall conduct administrative and criminal investigations, where appropriate and
not assigned to another agency, in all of the following instances:

L. All law enforcement critical firearm discharges occurring within the jurisdiction
assigned to the Cleveland Division of Police, regardless of the on-duty or off-duty
status of the officer involved, except:

a. Incidents involving a fatality are investigated by an outside agency per a
signed memorandum of understanding.

2. All Level 3 use of force incidents (Refer to General Police Order 2.01.01 Use of
Force - Definitions).

3. Any use of force involving potential criminal conduct by an officer.

4. Incidents that result in death while in or as an apparent result of being in custody.

5. Use of force investigations as reassigned by the Chief of Police or Chief’s
designee.

11 FIT Notifications
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Supervisors notified of a Level 3 use of force, critical firearm discharges, including by
outside agencies, are required to immediately notify the Communications Control Section
(CCS) of the nature, location and time of the incident and request they notify the
Commander of the Bureau of Special Investigations (BSI).

CCS shall immediately notify the Commander of BSI or the on-call designee and provide
all available information.

The Commander of BSI will provide instructions to a CCS supervisor to initiate a FIT call-
up as required. The Internal Affairs Superintendent is ultimately responsible for
determining if an incident requires a FIT investigation.

III.  FIT Investigation Responsibilities

A.

B.

The first non-involved supervisor shall:

1.

4.

Respond to scene and ensure it is secured, separate the involved and witnessing
officers, and direct them not to speak to each other about the incident (Refer to
GPO 5.10.01 Crime Scene Preservation and Processing and GPO 5.10.02 Crime
Scene Entry Log).

Obtain a public safety statement (refer to attachment), which involved officers shall
provide, that shall include any information that is necessary for providing public
safety, obtaining medical care for injured persons, and securing and identification
of evidence in furtherance of criminal investigations involving the subject against
whom force was used.

Not permit involved officers to review video or audio of the incident including any
wearable camera system (WCS), any data in the possession of the CCS, or any
mobile data terminal (MDT) prior to their initial FIT interview without the
approval of the FIT OIC.

Assist the FIT OIC as directed.

Under the direction of the FIT OIC, the FIT shall perform its assigned functions, including:

L.

Upon arrival assume control of the scene, the use of force investigation, and the
Crime Scene Entry Log noting in the log any personnel not already listed.

PURPOSE:

POLICY:

To ensure that investigations of use of force incidents are thorough, comprehensive and of
the highest quality. The Division shall continually analyze tactics, training, policies,
processes, and procedures in order to continually improve, regardless of whether the
application of force in any given incident was consistent or inconsistent with policy.

The Cleveland Division of Police has established a Force Review Board (FRB) to serve as
a quality control mechanism for uses of force and force investigations and to appraise use
of force incidents from tactics, training, policy, and agency improvement perspectives.

The FRB shall review selected use of force investigations to determine whether the
investigation was thorough and complete; determine whether there are considerations that
need to be addressed regarding de-escalation, supervision, equipment, tactics, training,
policy, and best practices; determine whether the chain of command has appropriately
identified and taken actions to correct deficiencies; identify trends or patterns of
deficiencies; and monitor all aspects of the Division’s use of force practices with the goal
of continual improvement. FRB members or their designees are expected to attend all
FRB meetings and be fully prepared in advance.

PROCEDURES:

L Composition of the Force Review Board

A

The FRB shall be comprised of a representative from the following units/districts, selected
by the unit/district Commander/Administrator as standing members of the FRB. The
FRB shall consist of, at a minimum:

1. The Chief of Police or designee, who shall serve as Chair of the FRB.
2. The Bureau of Compliance (BOC).

3. Internal Affairs (IA).

4. A Training Section supervisor.

5. The Office of Professional Standards (OPS) Administrator.

6. A supervisor from each district, serving a minimum term of 12 months, when any
involved officers are assigned to their district.

7. The Data Analysis and Collection Coordinator (DACC). The DACC shall serve as
a non-voting advisory member of the FRB.

The FRB may include or consult with any subject matter expert or advisor the Chair
believes would be helpful in reviewing particular incidents. Any subject matter expert or
advisor shall be non-voting members.

The DACC shall provide the BOC Commander with a list of investigations from the use of
force tracking software completed since the prior FRB meeting. The following
investigations shall be provided for review by the FRB members two weeks prior to a
scheduled meeting:

All Force Investigation Team (FIT) investigations.
All Level 2 investigations with a finding of force related misconduct.

A random sample of all Level 2 force in which there was no finding of force related
misconduct. The sample will consist of ten percent of all such Level 2
investigations or five such Level 2 investigations per meeting, whichever is greater.
The DACC will specify the method for selecting the random sample of completed
investigations of force incidents and will memorialize that method for the FBR.

The BOC Commander will provide members a complete copy of investigations to be
reviewed two weeks prior to the FBR meeting.

The FRB shall conduct comprehensive and reliable reviews of investigations within 90
days of receipt. An investigation is considered received by the FRB when it has been
forwarded to the BOC Commander.

Responsibilities of Force Review Board Members

FRB Member Responsibilities

1.

Each standing member shall serve a minimum term of 12 months, unless
specifically relieved due to lack of attendance, assignment change, or other material
cause.

Any FRB member who is unable to attend a scheduled meeting shall notify the
BOC Commander a minimum five days in advance that their assigned designee
will be attending.

FRB members shall complete, at a minimum, a four hour initial training course as
soon as practicable, upon being appointed, to include, but not limited to, training on
the CDP use of force policies and the policies and procedures used by the FRB.
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4. Members shall receive annual training directly relevant to their role and service on
the FRB which may include but is not limited to:
a. Legal updates regarding use of force.
b. Updates to CDP policies.

B. BOC Commander Responsibilities

L. The BOC Commander is responsible for ensuring administrative and logistical
assistance to the FRB in order to ensure dissemination of materials and smooth
operation of FRB meetings.

2. The BOC Commander is responsible for communication of FRB findings to the
Chief of Police and follow up of FRB recommendations across the Division.

Procedure for Review and Adjudication of Cases by the Force Review Board

The Chief of Police or designee shall chair the FRB and shall preside over the meeting.

The Chair shall guide the board through completion of the FRB checklist. The Chair shall
recognize members to ask questions.

1. The FRB must vote on the answers to all questions and administratively approve or
disapprove for each section.

2. Each question shall be addressed and voted upon in the order listed.

For each incident under review, the FRB shall hear a case presentation from:
Il The lead FIT investigator for FIT investigations; or

2. A representative from the district of occurrence for supervisory investigations
involving Level 2 uses of force.

For each review, the FRB shall consider the actions and lack of actions of all officers,
supervisors, commanders, and dispatchers involved in the incident. The FRB’s review
includes, but is not limited to:

1. An officer’s decision-making at the time the officer used force, including whether
the incident raises policy concerns.

2, The circumstances leading up to the use or application of force, including whether
the incident raises policy concerns.

3. Tactical decisions.
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4. Information sharing and communication.

5. Adequacy of supervision throughout the incident.

6. Equipment.

7. Training.

8. CDP medical response, when applicable.

9. Any commendable actions.

E. The FRB shall also review any material, written or recorded evidence from the incident
and discuss the case as necessary with the investigator or district representative to gain a
full understanding of the facts of the incident.

F. Each FRB review shall include an assessment of the integrity, comprehensiveness,
objectivity, thoroughness, and timeliness of all aspects of the use of force investigation.
The FRB must ensure that the force investigation is objective and complete, and that
investigatory findings are supported by a preponderance of the evidence. Where the
findings are not supported by a preponderance of the evidence, the FRB will do either of
the following:

1. Order additional investigation when it appears that there is additional relevant
evidence that may assist in resolving inconsistencies or improve the reliability or
credibility of force investigations.

a. The Chair or designee shall be responsible for returning the investigation to
the primary unit supervisor/investigator.

b. The returned investigation shall include requests for specific information,
concerns about inconsistencies, or concerns in the investigation.

c. Upon return ensure review by the FRB as expeditiously as possible.

2. Document the reasons for the determination that the findings are not supported by a
preponderance of the evidence. Include the specific evidence or analysis supporting
the conclusions and forward the recommendations to the Chief of Police.

G. The FRB shall make separate, formal findings of administrative approval or administrative

All findings of the FRB must be supported by a preponderance of the evidence.

The FRB shall not make determinations or recommendations about discipline; however,
where appropriate, the FRB may recommend non-disciplinary corrective action to enable
or encourage an officer to improve performance.

Only standing and voting members of the FRB may participate in the deliberations during
meetings.

All FRB determinations shall be made by majority vote.

1. Only standing and voting members of the FRB are permitted to vote and shall not
abstain from voting on any matter unless authorized in advance by the Chair. The
FRB member shall immediately notify the Chair upon learning that abstention is
necessary to avoid a conflict of interest.

2. The FRB Chair shall vote in cases of a tie (the vote is evenly split).

The Chair or designee shall ensure accurate recording of all findings of the FRB
including the determinations on the FRB checklist.

The Chair shall refer policy, equipment, and training issues to the appropriate commander
at the conclusion of each incident review. The Chair shall assign follow up regarding the
recommendations from the FRB.

If the use of force indicates policy, training, tactical or equipment concerns, the Chief or
designee shall ensure that FRB’s recommendations are implemented as appropriate, any
necessary training is conducted, and that policy, training, tactical, or equipment concerns
are resolved. This implementation includes any non-disciplinary corrective action.

The FRB shall use a tracking system to ensure that each of its recommendations (regarding
individual employees, training, policy, equipment, communication, or other issues) has
been forwarded to the appropriate Division personnel.

BOC Commander Responsibilities

1. The BOC Commander shall ensure that the FRB’s findings for each involved
employee are documented in a report to the Chief of Police within 15 days of the
presentation of the case to the FRB.

2. The BOC Commander shall maintain a record of all recommendations and their
implementation status.

The BOC Commander shall provide a quarterly report to the FRB. The report shall contain
the status of the FRB recommendations and the response from the commanders.
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The FRB shall examine data related to use of force at least once per year. The annual
examination is to detect any patterns, trends, and training deficiencies and is to make
recommendations for correction, as appropriate. The analysis will be conducted in
conjunction with the DACC.

PREFACE

The following is a synopsis of the Cuyahoga County Sheriff's Department
(CCSD) investigation into the City of Cleveland Division of Police (CPD) Use of Deadly
Force (UDF) incident which resulted in the death of Innes Kirk Lee Jr (Lee). The incident
occurred at 4281 East 134t Street in the City of Cleveland, Ohio, on April 15, 2021, at
approximately 8:15 AM.

This report will only summarize the information that the investigative team
determined to provide an overarching understanding of what information was obtained
by CCSD regarding this incident. As this is a summary of the investigative efforts, it is
recommended that the information be cross-referenced with the relevant report, video
or audio recording that is being provided herein. Further, audio and/or video recordings
exist for the majority of the interviews conducted which reveal further details of the
statements given regarding this incident.

Acronyms may be utilized throughout this investigative synopsis, however,
each abbreviated term will be identified when initially referenced, and its acronym will
follow in parenthesis. A table of contents and the summary of the investigative file are
provided in this document to assist the reader. The time difference for the footage
made available, if at all, will be included with the respective footage.

Finally, the CCSD conducted this investigation to determine, to the extent
possible, the facts and circumstances surrounding this use of deadly force incident. As
unbiased collectors of facts, the CCSD investigative team has not, and will not, render
any opinion as to the legality of the officers’ actions. Rather, these decisions are in the
sole purview of the Ohio Attorney General’'s Office, the Grand Jurors of Cuyahoga
County, and/or the United States Department of Justice.
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PRE-INCIDENT SUMMARY

On the morning of Thursday, April 15, 2021, Cleveland Division of
Police Officer Daniel Piper (Piper) was working his assigned shift at the fourth
district Cleveland Police Headquarters starting at 0600 hrs and ending at 1400
hrs. The weather was 46 degrees, and dropping to 41 degrees during the
evening and into the night. The sky was cloudy with rain along with snow and
sleet at random times.

Prior to the incident, Cleveland Police were notified of a civil
disturbance involving a male, identified as Innes Lee and his cousin Isaac Foster,
and their refusal to leave 13617 Beechwood Avenue at approximately 0400 hrs
on the same date. Later on, it was discovered that Lee initially showed up to
speak with his girlfriend Perfect. Upon Officers arrival, Foster was eventually
arrested for being in possession of drugs and a firearm. At that time, Lee ran
through the yards to evade capture and was not located.

At 0800 hrs, according to the interview conducted with Cleveland
Police Sgt Stephanie May, Lee returned to 13617 Beechwood Avenue. The
original caller notified the Cleveland Police Department again. At this point, Sgt
May dispatched officer’s to the area with the additional information pertaining to
Lee having a homicide warrant. Officers who responded in the area were given
the description of a black male wearing a hooded sweatshirt with the hood being

up.

INCIDENT SUMMARY

At this time Officer Piper and his partner Officer Trinh arrived in the
area to assist zone cars with locating Lee. After arriving in the area, additional
radio traffic provided information stating Lee was seen near 4281 East 134t
Street. Officer Piper stated he and Officer Trinh initially drove by the house and
did not see any movement there. After the initial drive by of the house, Officer
Piper and Officer Trinh circled around and arrived near the house. Officer Trinh,
who was driving at the time, stated he parked one house away from the target
house.

When Officer Piper and Officer Trinh exited CPD marked unit #408,
Officers Lampkin and Cedano also arrived and exited their vehicle. They all
heard what sounded like a door opening and closing from the rear of the house
(4281 E. 134t Street). When Officers Piper and Trinh approached the driveway,
they saw Lee running from the rear of the house and toward the back yard.
Officer Piper stated he recognized Lee from the photo that was provided on his
mobile data terminal (MDT) located in marked unit #408. Lee’s information and
photo was initially provided to the officers checking the area as it pertained to
Lee running from officers earlier in the morning from 13617 Beechwood Avenue
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and the active homicide warrant that was issued for him from a prior incident. At
this point, Officer Piper called out Lee’s location over his portable radio and
began to pursue him on foot up the driveway of 4281.

Officer Trinh ran back to the marked unit to drive around the block to
cut Lee off at the pass. As Officer Piper reached the backyard, he saw Lee
attempting to climb the wooden fence located in the back of the property. Officer
Piper ordered Lee to get down from the fence. As Lee got down off the fence, he
placed his right hand in his pocket and attempted to pull something out. Officer
Piper stated at this point, Lee was having trouble removing the object from his
pocket. Officer Piper ordered Lee to stop reaching in his pockets, but Lee
refused to comply.

It was at that moment when Officer Piper removed his duty weapon
from his holster and held it in a high ready position. Officer Piper stated he
closed the gap and tried to grab Lee, but Lee spun out of his grip. As Lee spun
away from Officer Piper, Lee was able to remove the object, which turned out to
be a handgun, from his right pocket. Officer Piper stated Lee removed the gun
from his pocket and began to raise it in his direction, Officer Piper fired 4 rounds
at Lee.

Lee immediately fell to the ground. His gun fell out of his right hand
and landed on the ground nearby. Officer Piper stated he immediately notified
dispatch via his portable radio of shots fired and that the male (Lee) was down
and to have EMS respond. Officer Piper told other responding officers to get a
first aid kit and to start administering First Aid and CPR. Officer Piper retrieved
the gun used by Lee and secured it in his right cargo pant pocket for safe
keeping. The gun was identified as a Smith and Wesson model M&P, 9mm with
serial number HMP6782. Officer Piper stated he was in fear of his life when Lee
pulled the handgun from his pocket.

Officer Trinh arrived in the back yard immediately following the
shooting to assist with first aid on Lee. Officer Trinh stated just before the
shooting occurred, he ran back to his car to drive around to the other street to cut
Lee off from running through the yards. Officer Trinh further stated just before he
was able to get into the car, he heard shots fired from behind the house. Officer
Trinh stated he immediately ran to the back of the house. He was in fear of his
partner’s life and wanted to go help him.

Body camera video obtained confirmed what Officer Piper stated. The
video shows Officer Piper and his partner Officer Trinh, arriving in the area of
4281 East 134t Street in the City of Cleveland. As Officer Piper approached the
residence, it is at that moment when he heard a door close and then noticed Lee
exiting from the rear of 4281 East 134" street. The body camera footage also
shows Lee failing to comply with orders and pulling a handgun from his pocket.
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Furthermore, the body camera video shows Lee raising the handgun up in the
direction of Officer Piper as Officer Piper fired his weapon.

This information was also confirmed and further described by the
witness, Kali Pace during the interview conducted on April 15, 2021 at 1700 hrs.
Pace stated the decedent, Lee, stayed at 4281 East 134 periodically. Pace
referred to Lee as his street name “P-Nut” or “Nut”. Pace stated her and her
boyfriend Daron Armstrong have been staying upstairs of the residence.
Furthermore, Pace stated Armstrong and Lee were friends. Pace stated she
didn’t have much interaction with Lee when he would be at the residence. Lee
and Armstong would usually interact with one another.

Pace stated on the evening of April 14th, 2021, Lee was at the
residence and she believed that he was snorting cocaine by himself in the
basement sometime after 10 pm. After doing so, Pace stated Lee became
aggressive and was fighting with his girlfriend, “Perfect” over the telephone.
Pace overheard Lee tell Perfect, “bitch, | will kill you!” After that, Pace recalled
Lee coming and going from the residence throughout the night and using
Armstrongs phone to call Perfect.

On April 15, 2021, Pace recalled waking up between 6 am and 8 am
to Lee thowing rocks at the window of the house (4281 East 134" Street). Lee
was trying to get into the house and was yelling for Armstrong. When Lee
entered the house, he grabbed Pace’s cell phone and went to a separate room to
call his girlfriend Perfect to ask her if his cousin was in jail. Pace stated Lee was
not acting himself. Pace stated Lee was acting scared and paranoid and made
the statement, “Im going to die about this shit.”

Pace stated, approximately five minutes later Lee said the police were
looking for him. Armstrong replied to Lee by telling him to run. At this point,
Pace stated Lee ran out of the house. Pace stated she hid in a room upstairs of
the residence squatting under a window while Armstong ran and hid inside
another room behind a chair. Pace witnessed Lee run out the back door of the
residence and try to climb over the fence.

After Lee’s unsuccessful attempt to get over the fence, Pace stated
she saw Lee standing in the back yard and draw his gun from his right pocket.
After he drew his gun from his right pocket, Pace stated Lee, then, pointed it at
the Officer to shoot him. During this explanation, Pace physically demonstrated
how Lee retrieved the gun and pointed it at the Officer. According to Pace, the
Officer did not have his weapon out at that point. Pace ducked down and heard
a shot fired, which she believes was Lee firing first followed by two additional
shots being fired. After the shots were fired, Pace looked out the window again
and saw Lee lying on the ground while the Officers were performing CPR on him.
Lastly, Pace stated she has only known Lee for about a month and had seen him
carry the same gun he had in his possession previously.
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The Officers provided chest compressions along with triage equipment
in attempt to stop the bleeding. After EMS arrived on scene EMT Mclelland
attached a three (3) lead monitor which did not detect electric heart activity. Lee
also did not show any signs of life. EMT Mclelland pronounced the patient, Lee,
deceased on scene after life saving measures were taken.

Officer Daniel Piper

On May 14, 2021, Detective’s Goudy and Gibson interviewed
Officer Daniel Piper accompanied by CPPA Director Jeff Follmer
Officer Piper was and is currently assigned to the Community
Policing Unit

Officer Piper’s partner at the time of the incident was Officer Gino
Trinh

Normal shift is 9a-5p with rotating days off — Friday and Saturday or
Sunday and Mondy.

On the day of the incident, shift was 6a-2p. Initially came in early
for an operation with vice that ended up being cancelled. Told to
stay on that shift for the day.

The weather on the day of the incident was overcast and cloudy
Officer Piper was wearing standard CPD uniform and carried the
issued Glock duty weapon with 3 fully loaded magazines of 9mm
ammo.
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Started the shift in the area of E. 65" and Fleet working a
complaing of illegal narcotics and possible prostitution.

Heard information over the radio about a male that previously fled
from the previous shift, returning to the area of Beechwood and
East 134 Street.

The male (Lee) was wanted on a homicide and felonious assault
warrant.

Officer Piper and his partner decided to respond to the area to
assist the zone cars with locating the male (Lee) due to the
inactivity on their previous assignment.

After arriving in the area, a description of the male and house,
where he is suspected to be at, was given over the radio.

After briefing with the zone cars, Officer Piper and Trinh drove by
the house once but did not see the male (Lee).

When they drove back around, they parked their car near the
address and exited.

After they exited the vehicle, they began to make there way toward
the driveway.

As they were approaching the driveway, they heard what sounded
like a door closing from behind the house.

When Officer Piper and Trinh reached the driveway, they saw the
male run towards the backyard.

Officer Piper stated the male matched the description given to him
plus the photo provided via his MDT

Officer Piper alerted dispatch and began to chase after him.

When Officer Piper reached the backyard, he saw the male
attempting to climb up and over a wooden fence.

The Male (Lee) was not able to get over the fence.

When the male got off the fence, he began to reach into his right
pocket.

Officer Piper told the male (Lee) to stop reaching.

The male (Lee) was having trouble removing the item from his
pocket.

Officer Piper then removed his duty weapon from his holster

Officer Piper attempted to get closer to grab to the male (Lee)

As he Officer Piper tried grabbing the male (Lee) he spun around
After the male (Lee) spun around, he pulled a gun out of his pocket
The male (Lee) was approximately 3-6 feet away from Officer
Piper.
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When Officer Piper saw the male with the gun in hand, he fired 4
rounds at the male (Lee)

The male (Lee) went down to the ground

Officer Piper notified dispatch of the shots being fired and the male
(Lee) was down.

EMS was requested. First aid and CPR was immediately
administered by additional officers on scene.

Officer Piper secured the male’s (Lee) gun inside is right cargo pant
pocket

Officer Piper does not believe the male (Lee) fired any rounds at
him

Officer Piper stated he was in fear of his life when the male began
to point the gun at him.

Officer Anthony Lampkin

On May 14, 2021 Detective’s Goudy and Gibson interviewed CPD
Officer Anthony Lampkin accompanied by CPPA Director Jeff
Follmer

On the day of the incident, Officer Lampkin was working 7a-3p with
rotating days off.

Officer Lampkins partner on the day of the incident was Officer
Cedeno

Officer Lampkin stated they were briefed about a male with a
homicide warrant that fled from the previous shift.

During their shift, Officers received a call about the male (Lee)
believed to be in the area of Beachwood and East 136" Street
again.

Officers Lampkin and Cedeno, along with other Officers , arrived in
the area and briefed on the situation

After briefing, Officer Lampkin and Cedeo toured the area, but did
not locate the male (Lee)

Received further information stating the male (Lee) may be located
at 4281 East 134" Street.

When Officer Lampkin and Cedeno arrived on the street, Officers
Piper and Trinh also arrived

Officer Lampkin heard what sounded like a screen door shutting.
Officer Trinh alerted Officer Lampkin to the male running.
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o Officer Lampkin stated Officer Trinh ran back to his vehicle while
Officer Piper ran up the driveway

e Officer Lampkin ran up the driveway of the neighbors residence
when he saw the male (Lee) try to climb up and over.

e When Officer Lampkin saw the male (Lee) not make it over the
fence, Officer Lampkin ran back around the other side of the house
and up the driveway where Officer Piper was.

e As Officer Lampkin ran up the driveway, he heard Officer Piper yell
“gun” followed by several shots

e Officer Lampkin observed the male (Lee) get struck and fall to the
ground.

e As the male fell to the ground, the gun that the male (Lee)
possessed, flung out of his right hand and landed on the ground.

e Officer Lampkin stated, at that point, Officer Piper notified dispatch,

“‘male shot” send EMS

Immediately following, Oficer Lampkin along with the other

responding CPD units assisted with first aid on the male (Lee)

Officer Juan Cedano

e On May 14, 2021 at 1211 hrs, Detectives Goudy and Gibson
Interviewed CPD Officer Juan Cedano.

e Ofc. Cedano was working the day of the incident 7a-3p with partner
Anthony Lampkin.

e Ofc. Cedano stated he received a radio call of a guy they are
looking for walking down the street, around E.134st

e Ofc. Cedano meet up with other Officers before looking for the
suspect with a murder warrant.

e Sgt. May came over the radio and gave an exact address of where
the suspect is at.

e Ofc. Cedano and Lampkins went to the southside of the house
when they arrived on scene.

e Ofc. Piper went up the driveway of the reported address.

e Ofc. Cedano belives Ofc. Piper was first to see the suspect
because he heard him say “he’s running east”.

e Ofc. Cedano started to run around the house to the backyard and
heard gun shots.

e Ofc. Cedano told us Ofc. Lampkin’s was in front of me and when |
saw the guy on the ground and ran to get my medical kit.

e Ofc. Cedano stated “we all worked on him taking turns and
switching”.

interviewd CPD Officer Fred Brown.

e Ofc. Brown was working the day of the oncident 7a-3p with partner
Castiglione. Crusier #414

e Ofc. Brown and Castiglione started their shift by going to an alarm
call on Edna rd to assit.

e Ofc. Brown and Castiglione turned body cameras on when they
arrived on scene at the alarm.

e Ofc. Brown heard over the radio that the male night shift was
looking for in the area of E.138 and Beachwood was in the area.

e Ofc. Brown stated the toured the area looking on 7 different streets
from E.130" to E.136™.

e Ofc. Brown stated they saw the other cars pull up and get out, we
were on Caine rd.

e Officers on scene called out that they were going to check the
address in question.

e Sgt. May was relaying information to us third party.

e Ofc. Brown and Castiglione went one street east of the address
given, E.134" he stated.

e As Ofc. Brown and Castiglione exited there vehicle they heard over
the radio that he was running east. We ran to the fence to catch
him.

e Then Ofc. Brown heard shots fired and Ofc. Castiglione yelled get
to cover.

e Ofc. Brown heard over the radio Ofc. Piper say “shots fired roll
EMS”.

e Ofc. Brown told Castiglione to grab the medical kit because he had
the keys to the cruiser.

e We ran ove and jumped the fence and saw a male on the ground.

o We started CPR/First aid

e Ofc. Brown stated he was originally told about Lee through Roll call.
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Officer Gino Trinh

e On May 14, 2021 at 1140 hrs, Detectives Goudy and Gibson
interviewed CPD Officer Gino Trinh with approximately 2 years
experience

e Ofc Trinh was working on the day of the incident 9a-5p with partner
Officer Daniel Piper assigned to marked unit 408 working in the
community policing unit.

e Heard call over the radio to patrol units about a male returning to a
residence on Beechwood Avenue where he previously ran from
third shift units.

e The night shift sergeant said over CPD radio channel #4 the male
had a warrant and was possibly armed.

e Ofc Trinh asked his partner, Ofc Piper, if he wanted to respond to
the area to assist. Ofc Piper said yes to responding.

e Upon arriving in the area, Ofc Trinh stated they met up with zone
cars to formulate a plan

e Afterwards, Ofc Trinh and Piper began driving around the block in
the area of E. 134" and Beechwood Ave.

e They received additional information over the radio that the male
could be at a particular address on a E. 134t street. The
information also had a description of the residence.

e Ofc Trinh stated they pulled up on E. 134" Street parking one
house away.

¢ In addition, Ofc Trinh stated Officers. Cedano and Lampkin parked
just behind their car.

e As Ofc Trinh and Piper began to approach the driveway of the
house, Ofc Trinh heard what sounded like a security door open,
then close.

e When Ofc Trinh looked down the driveway, he saw the male
running towards the back yard from the rear door.

e Ofc Piper confirmed to Ofc Trinh that it was in fact the male they
had been looking for.

e When Ofc Piper began to run down the driveway,Ofc Trinh returned
to his marked unit to drive it around to the other street to cut the
male off.

e Just before Ofc Trinh was about to enter the marked unit, he heard
the shots fired, followed by Ofc Piper, on the radio, saying, “shots
fired, shots fired.”

e After Ofc Trinh heard the shots being fired, he turned around and
ran down the driveway.

e As Ofc Trinh ran down the driveway, he noticed Ofc Piper either
standing over the male or retrieving the handgun from the male.

e When Ofc Trinh made it to Ofc Piper, Ofc Piper told him to retrieve
the first aid kit.
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e Ofc Trinh began rendering first aid to the male.

e Ofc Trinh stated he saw the males gun on the ground

e At this point, Ofc Trinh saw Ofc Piper retrieve the male’s gun and
secure it in his cargo pant pocket.

e Ofc Trinh stated even though he wasn’t in fear of his own life, he
was in fear of his partner, Piper’s life and regretted that he didn’t go
down the driveway immediately with Ofc Piper when they initially
spotted the male.

Sergeant Stephanie May

e OnMay 06, 2021 at 1130 hours Detectives Divis and Gibson
interviewed Stephanie May, a Cleveland Police Sergeant with
approximately twenty (20) years of service.

e Sgt. May worked 04/14/2021 from 2200 hours through 04/15/2021
at 0800.

e Sgt. May recalls a zone car being dispatched to 13617 Beachwood
Avenue for a civil dispute.

e CPD officers Luongo and Moyano responded and encountered an
unknown male later identified as Innes Lee and Isaac Foster who
was arrested on scene for drug possession and possession or a fire
arm. Lee fled from CPD officers as Foster was being placed under
arrest.

e Sgt. May was advised that the homeowner wished to speak with
her so Sgt. May called the homeowner identified as “Monique” on
her cell phone. Monique explained that her daughter ended a
relationship with her boyfriend Innes Lee and it was Lee that was at
the 13617 Beachwood address.

e Monique explained to Sgt. May that Innes Lee was a suspect in a
homicide case and Sgt. May recalled dealing with Innes Lee two (2)
days prior as a different female came into the fourth district police
station to file a complaint against Lee. Sgt. May passed this
information along to the command staff up to her commander.

e Sgt. May received a call from Monique at 0800 hours stating that
Lee was back at her house. Monique was crying and in fear as Lee
told Monique that he had nothing to lose.

e Sgt. May broadcasted this information over her radio and informed
CPD command staff of the updated information including the
warrant for Lee in connection with a homicide.

e The following shift (15) was now on duty and being “fresh bodies”
as described by Sgt. May, had responded to a seperate address
provided by Monique to set up a perimeter to search for Lee.

EMS Interviews

Medic Jared Venczel

e On April 20, 2021 at 0930 hrs, Detectives Harvey and Divis
interviewed medic Jared Venczel.

e Jared Venczel has worked for Cleveland EMS for approximately
five (5) years, his regular partner is Catrina Mclelland

e Venczel and Mclelland worked 04/15/21 from 0700-1900 and were
stationed at Medic 11

¢ Received a call sometime in the morning for a male with several
penetrating wounds

e Responded to scene and were met by several uniformed police
officers who escorted Venczel and Mclelland to the patient.

e Patient was described as being apoproximately twenty-five (25)
years old, wearing blue jeans and a sweatshirt, lying in the supine
position with three (3) penetrating wounds.

e Penetrating wounds included one (1) to the left cheek, one (1) to
the left side of the chest and one (1) to the back of the right leg.
Injuries were determined to be incompatable with life.

e Venczel noted extreme blood loss, severe facial trauma and what
he believed to be damage to the brain.

e Venczel did not provide medical services due to there being no
signs of life and the patient being declared deceased on scene.

Medic Catrina Mclelland

e On 05/11/21 at 1419 hours Detective Divis conducted a telephone
interview of medic Catrina Mclelland.

e Mclelland has worked for Cleveland EMS for approximately five (5)
yearsand her regular partner is Jared Venczel.

e Mclelland worked 04/15/21 from 0700-1900 and was stationed at
Medic 11.

¢ Mclelland received computer notes from dispatch to respond to an
address off of East 134! St. for a male suffering from gunshot
wounds.

¢ Mclelland and Venczel arrived on scene and were escorted by
police to the backyard of a residential home.
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e Upon arrival to the patient CPR was in progress and triage
equipment had been applied by law enforcement to attempt to stop
the bleeding.

¢ Mclelland described the patient as an African American male in his
early twenties with a penetrating wound to the head, chest and leg.

e Mclelland attached a three (3) lead monitor which did not detect
electric heart activity. Mclelland pronounced the patient deceased
on scene.

e Mclelland was with the patient for approximately fifteen (15)
minutes and did not provide any further medical services after the
patient was pronounced deceased.

¢ Mclelland notified her dispatch center and Cleveland EMS Captain
Kavouros that the patient has been pronounced deceased.

Civilian Interviews

Kali Pace

e Interview conducted on April 15, 2021 by Detective’s Goudy and
Divis.

e Kali Pace was temporarily residing at 4281 E. 134t St. with her
boyfriend Daron Armstrong for the month of April 2021.

e On April 14, 2021 a male by the street name P-Nut (Innes Lee)
came to this address at 2200 hours. P-Nut went into the basement
and ingested cocaine alone then left and returned to the house
several times throughout the night as he was fighting with his
girlfriend on Pace’s cellphone, at one point threatening to Kill her.

e Pace was woken up on 04/15/21 between 0600 and 0800 to P-Nut
trying to get into her residence at 4281 E. 134" St. P-Nut entered
the home, went to the second floor of the home and used Pace’s
cellphone to call his girlfriend. P-Nut was acting paranoid and stated
“I'm going to die about this shit”.

e P-Nut stated the police were outside looking for him and Armstrong
told P-Nut to run.

e P-Nut ran out of the back/side door of the home and Pace and
Armstrong his in separate rooms upstairs. Pace watched out of the
rear window as she saw P-Nut attempt to jump over a fence then
draw a gun and point it at the police.
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e Pace stopped watching out of the window because she was scared,
she heard what she described as “pow” which Pace believed to be
P-Nut shooting at the police. Pace heard two (2) gunshots after that
and when she looked outside she was P-Nut lying on the ground
with three (3) ncops trying to help him by pumping his chest.

e Pace remained hidden in 4281 E. 134" St. until police called that
they were searching the house and found her later that day.

"The Ohio Attorney General’s Office will determine whether any of the above-
listed individuals shall be required to testify before a Cuyahoga County Grand
Jury.

Outstanding Documents/interviews

As of 5-28-21: the completed official evidence and Autopsy reports from the
CCMEO has not been completed or received. The unofficial autopsy results
were received via telephone for the purpose of completing this synopsis.

FINAL NOTES

This investigation was conducted with the purpose of determining, to the extent
possible, the facts and circumstances surrounding this use of force incident. As
unbiased collectors of fact, the Cuyahoga County Sheriff’s Investigative Team has not,
and will not, render an opinion of the legality of the officers’ actions. Instead, it is
anticipated that this investigation will provide the basis of information for decisions to be
rendered by the Ohio Attorney General’s Office and/or the Department of Justice.

On Monday April 12, 2021 while assigned to the 4th District lobby VIC#1 (Shamorra Kindred)
responded to report that she was assaulted.

Kindred states she was at a party on Saturday early morning, approximately 3:00 am when the assault
occurred. She did not know the exact address of the house but states she could point it out if she was in
the area. While at the party Kindred and another female went to the bathroom to make out. A short time
after they got in the bathroom and male started knocking on the door saying he needed to use the
bathroom. While he was doing this SUSP#1 (Innes Lee) was also pounding on the door to get in. When
Kindred opened the door Lee grabbed her and started yelling at her. He was making threats to kill her
and getting in her face. Kindred's friend tried to get between Lee and Kindred to help her out and assist
her to leave. While Kindred was attempting to get down the steps to leave Lee grabbed her again and the
smacked her across the face. Kindred again tried to leave but Lee kept getting in her face. He then
punched her with a closed fist in the right eye and put his hands around her throat and started to strangle
her. Kindred states she thought he was going to kill her at that moment. Eventually Lee let her go and
she was able to get out of the house. As she was leaving Lee continued to threaten to kill her.

Kindred responded to UH for treatment. She states she had X-rays taken and was given a CT scan. She
told the nurse that she was having trouble breathing and they requested she return for follow up. Kindred
stated that she was going to go to UH once she left the police station.

Kindred also states that she is afraid for her life and her children's life. She believes that Lee may try to
kill her. Lee has an active warrant for Murder through Cleveland PD. 2020-274496

Sgt Cruz took a photo of her injury. MTE 4th dist prop book page 250 line 21

Kindred has other photos of her injury on her cell phone. She was advised to save those for the
detectives and prosecutor.

On April 15, 2021 at approximately 1700 hours Detective ). Goudy and |, (Detective R. Divis) conducted a
formal witness interview of Kali Pace at the Cuyahoga County Sheriff’'s Department’s Detective Bureau.
This interview was in connection with Cleveland Police Officer Daniel Piper’s use of deadly force on
Innes Lee that occurred at 4281 E. 134" St. Cleveland Ohio. Detective Goudy read Pace her Miranda
rights which Pace acknowledged and agreed to speak to us regarding this incident.

Pace described P-Nut (Innes Lee) as being a; short, fat, black male with a small afro who stays at 4281 E.
134" several days a week. P-Nut was at this address the night of April 14th and Pace believed P-Nut was
ingesting cocaine sometime after 10pm. After ingesting cocaine by himself in the basement, P-Nut was
acting aggressive and fighting with his girlfriend “Perfect”. P-Nut was threatening Perfect over the phone
and stated he would beat the fuck out of Perfect and said “Bitch | will kill you”. P-Nut was picked up that
night by his cousin to go to a balloon release for P-Nut’s deceased grandmother. P-Nut returned to 4281
E. 134™ Street several times throughout the night to use Daron’s phone to try to call Perfect.

Pace stated that on April 15™ her day started by waking up between 0600-0800 to “P-Nut” throwing
rocks at the window of the house Pace was sleeping at located at 4281 E. 134™ St. P-Nut was trying to
get into the home while yelling to Pace’s boyfriend Daron Armstrong who was also in the home. The
morning of April 15" P-Nut entered the side door of the house, went upstairs to the second floor of the
home and grabbed Pace’s cellphone. P-Nut went into a separate room and was talking to his girifriend
“Perfect” on the phone asking Perfect if his cousin was in jail. P-Nut was not acting himself, Pace noted
that he was scared and paranoid and was saying “I'm going to die about this shit”. When asked if Pace
knew what P-Nut was talking about, Pace responded “No, but | know if someone says they’re gonna die
about it they're either going to do something dumb and get killed”.

Less than five (5) minutes later, P-Nut said the police were looking for him and Daron told P-Nut to run.
P-Nut ran out of the house, Pace hid in one room upstairs squatting under a window and Daron hid in
another room behind a chair. Pace saw P-Nut run out of the back door and then Pace looked out of the
window and saw P-Nut try to hop over a gate but he didn’t make it over. P-Nut was just standing there
then he drew a black gun out of his right pocket and pointed it towards the cops to try to shoot. Note at
this time, Pace motioned reaching towards her right hip to display to Detective Goudy and | how P-Nut
retrieved his gun. Pace stated “the cops didn’t even have their guns out”. When P-Nut figured out he
couldn’t run anywhere he pulled his gun out according to Pace. Pace stated, “and | know cops are
supposed to do whats told, like if a gun gets pointed do your job and that’s what ya’ll did, ya’ll did ya’ll
job”. Pace stated she thought P-Nut was trying to shoot one of the cops because he didn’t want to go to
jail. Pace ducked down and heard a “pow” believing that P-Nut shot first and she heard an additional
two gun shots fired back for a total of three (3) shots. When Pace looked back out of the window she
saw P-Nut lying on the ground. Paces saw three (3) cops trying to help P-Nut by pumping his chest,
telling P-Nut to “stay with them” and calling EMS.

Pace provided the following additional pertinent information during this interview: Pace had only known
P-Nut for approximately one month prior to this event and was not very familiar with Perfect. Pace has
seen P-Nut carry a gun in the past and states she has seen P-Nut carry the same gun that she had seen
with P-Nut the day of this incident. Pace described the gun as an all-black handgun. Pace knew that P-



On April 15, 2021 at approximately 1435 hours | {Detective R. Divis) removed Kali Pace from her
temporary residence of 4281 E. 134" St. Cleveland Ohio in connection with a search warrant obtained
by the Cuyahoga County Sheriff’s Department. Pace identified herself as Kali Pace, DOB: 03/23/99, SOC:

Pace stated she has heen living at this address for one (1) month and had not left the
house since the day before. This house belongs to somebody that Pace considers to be an uncle but is of
no actual relation named Ron. Pace was the owner of a Volkswagen Passat parked in the driveway of
4281 E. 134™ St. as well as the Chevy Astro van parked in front of this address on E. 134" St. Pace
identified “Nut” (P-Nut later identified as Innes Lee) as being a friend of her boyfriend Daron Armstrong
and stated she had never seen P-Nut before that day. Pace woke up to P-Nut throwing rocks at her
window and then he either broke in or used a key to get into the house. P-Nut ran upstairs saying the
police were here and Pace went and hid. Pace stated she was upstairs in the room on the left in the back
and Daron was in the other room on the left. The night before this incident Pace heard P-Nut arguing
with his girlfriend “Perfect” and was threatening her.

At this time of the witness interview it was learned that a gun and drugs were located where Pace and
Daron Armstrong were removed from inside of 4281 E. 134 St. | then read Pace her Miranda Rights
which she acknowledged and agreed to continue to speak with me regarding these matters. Pace
advised Lt. Caraballo and | that the gun and the drugs belong to Daron and that they currently have
active cases together as co-defendants as well as a case against each other. Pace states there were
drugs in the first room to left upstairs including some jars of weed in the window and an AR-15 pistol
behind the couch. Pace stated Daron’s money was in his jacket on the bed and there was cocaine that
had been cut with another substance upstairs in a box of movies. Pace stated that both Daron and P-Nut
sell drugs and P-Nut carries a gun. P-Nut carries a small black gun and it is always the same gun that he
has with him. Daron told P-Nut to run so P-Nut ran and then a few seconds later Pace heard shooting so
she stayed where she was at. Pace was hiding in the second bedroom on the left and was peeking out of
the window when she saw P-Nut turn around and pull the gun out “when he tried to shoot you guys”.
Pace reiterated that P-Nut drew a gun in an attempt to get away and stated “my uncle is a police officer
I know ya’ll don’t draw your weapons unless somebody drawing a weapon at ya’ll therefore ya’ll did
ya’lls self defense shit ya’ll gotta live ya’ll life too”. The next thing Pace saw was P-Nut lying on the
ground and Pace continued hiding in the same place. Pace later checked on Daron in the other room,
Daron did not witness the incident but he told Pace that he thought his friend was dead. Please refer to
body camera footage for further details.



Nut had the gun when he came into the house that day because he always carried a gun. P-Nut was
acting crazy saying that he was going to kill his girlfriend and was fighting with his girlfriend the night
before. P-Nut was fighting over the phone with his girlfriend Perfect and threatened to go over Perfect’s
house which was around the corner. Perfect was threatening to have people do something to P-Nut or
shoot him and P-Nut was threatening to beat her up. Perfect told P-Nut she was going to call the cops
on him so Pace told P-Nut to leave her alone. P-Nut stays at 4281 E. 134™ for days at a time and has
been doing so since March. Pace does not know how P-Nut got in the house; he might have used a key.
Pace continued to describe the previous day’s events which included additional fights between P-Nut
and Perfect. Please refer to body camera footage for further details.



On May 11, 2021 at approximately 1419 hours |, (Detective R. Divis #191) contacted Catrina Mclelland
on her cell phone at -o conduct a phone interview. A phone interview was conducted
due to Mclelland’s recent medical leave and inability to leave her fire station as she was on temporary
light duty as well as the attempt to contain the spread of the coronavirus. Mclelland identified herself
over the phone and confirmed her birthdate as -1976. Mclelland works for the Cleveland EMS
Public Department of Public Safety as a paramedic. Mclelland has been a paramedic for Cleveland EMS
for approximately five (5) years and is partnered with Cleveland EMS Jared Venczel. Venczel has been
Mclelland’s partner for three (3)- four (4) years. Mclelland worked 04/15/21 from 0700-1900 with her
regular partner Jared Venczel, and recalls responding to an address off of E. 134™ St. for a male with a
“GSW” or gunshot wound. Mclelland was in her squad at medic 11 which is located near Broadway and
Fleet Avenue when she received notes that the male was in a residential backyard. This call was
sometime near the start of Mclelland’s shift but she does not recall the time. Upon arrival to the scene
there was a heavy presence of local law enforcement and several officers were placing up yellow
caution type to set the perimeter of the call. Mclelland and Venczel grabbed their equipment and were
directed to the backyard of a residential home. There was a male with several penetrating wounds to his
body, cpr was in progress and it appeared that law enforcement had attempted to use triage equipment
to stop bleeding. Mclelland and Venczel took over and applied a monitor to the patient (Innes Lee).
Mclelland recalls the patient having a penetrating wound to the head, chest and leg. The patient had
injuries incompatible with life as it appeared on the cardiac monitor. Mclelland announced the patient
dead on arrival based on the three lead which detects electrical conduction from the heart. The patient
was an African American male in his early twenties (20s), with a sheared shirt and possibly blue jeans.
The patient did not have a pulse, his airway was compromised from blood and his tongue was protruded
and very large. Mclelland notified the red center (dispatch center) and Captain Kavouros that the male
was pronounced dead. Mclelland did not provide any medical services because there were no life saving
measures to be taken given his injuries. Mclelland was on scene for a long time but was only with the
patient for approximately ten (10) to fifteen (15) minutes. Mclelland felt it was important to preserve
the integrity of the scene for any ongoing investigation due to the heavy presence of law enforcement.

On 05/14/21 at 1211 hrs, Detective Gibson and |, Detective Goudy, conducted an interview with Cleveland Police Officer
Fred Brown Jr. in reference to the Use of Deadly Force, Officer Involved Shooting that occurred on April 15, 2021. The
incident occurred at 4281 East 134 Street in the City of Cleveland. Officer Brown is, and was assigned to the Patrol Unit at
the time of the incident. Brown and Castiglione were working normal shift time 7a-3p with rotating days off and assigned
cruiser #414. Officer Brown stated the weather was daylight, colder. Officer Brown was wearing his Cleveland Police uniform
and carried his duty weapon with one round in the chamber and a full 15 round magazine in the gun. In addition Brown also
carries two extra 17 round magazines loaded with 9mm ammunition.

Officer Brown stated he and Officer Castiglione started their shift by going to an alarm call and then another zone car called out
with a vehicle on Edna rd. to assist them. As we pulled up to Edna Rd. we turned our body cameras on and heard the radio
traffic about the male the night shift was looking for was in the area of eE.138 and Beachwood. Officer Brown stated they
toured they area, 7 different streets looking for the male from E.130™ to E.136". Eventually we saw the other cars get out to
check, we were on Caine rd about to turn down I think E.132. Then we saw Officer Piper and other cars pull and we could tell
they are about to get out. Officers on scene then called out over the radio that they were going to check this address. Sgt. May
was relaying information to us over the radio from a third party saying Innes Lee might be at this address. So Officer Castiglione
and I started to go one street east I think E.134. As we got out of our cars we heard over the radio that he is running east so we
started to run so hopefully we could catch him on the other side of the fence. Then we heard shots fired and my partner
Castiglione yelled get to cover and I ran back to my cruiser, then I heard Officer Piper over the radio say “shots fired, roll
EMS”. I told Castiglione to grab the first aid kit because he had the keys; we ran over to the area and jumped the fence into the
backyard. When I jumped over I saw a male on the ground, we started first aid/cpr to the best of our ability and switched out
people with chest compressions. Officer Brown stated he was originally told about Lee through roll call. Before the shooting I
heard our Sgt. Calling over the radio address that he could possibly be at. I know that I called over the radio that shots were fired
but I do not know if it went over the radio or not.

Officer Brown stated when he first saw the male he was on the ground wearing a gray hoodie and blue jeans with his shirt up.
Medical treatment was being administered immediately, Officer Brown never saw the gun in the backyard, Brown remembers
Officer Piper saying he has the suspects gun in his pocket; Officer Piper told him and pointed a gun at me. Officer Brown does
not recall hearing the suspect say anything. Officer Brown said he did not fire any shots and stated that it was scary to hear the
shots fired but he didn’t feel like he was being fired upon. Officer Brown stated he was well rested and did not work 48 hours
before his shift the day of the incident.

On 04/20/2021 at approximately 0930 hours I (Detective R. Divis) along with Detective Kevin Harvey interviewed Cleveland
EMS Medic Jared Venczel on Cuyahoga County Sheriff's Department's sixth floor Detective Bureau in connection with the
Cleveland Police Use of Deadly Force that occurred on 04/15/2021. Venczel has been employed by Cleveland EMS for
approximately five and a half years and estimated to have responded to over one hundred (100) fatalities. Venczel's badge
number is #138 and he was assigned to medic vehicle M11 on 04/15/21 with his partner of three years, Catrina Mclelland.
Venczel and Mclelland were scheduled to work at Cleveland firestation #11 on Thursday 04/15/21 from 0700 hours to 1900
hours. Venczel recalls being contacted that day on an ambulance phone by his dispatch center and advised of a person suffering
from gunshot wounds on E 134th St. Venczel was advised to stage for police and upon arrival Venczel noted the street was
blocked on the north and south end by police. Venczel was staged at the north end of the street for several minutes and was then
escorted by police to the scene.

Venczel was escorted by several uniformed police officers to a backyard where a male in a hooded sweatshirt and jeans,
approximately twenty-five (25) years old was laying supine (upward) with several penetrating injuries incompatible with life.
Venczel noted there was no sign of life in this male, he had no movement, no heartrate, no respiration and his airway was
compromised. Venczel described three (3) penetrating injuries that he noted including one (1) to the left cheek, one (1) to the
left side of the chest, and one (1) to the back of the right leg. Venczel noted extreme blood loss, significant facial trauma and
what Venczel believed to be damage to the brain. Venczel did not want to disturb the scene as he noted there were no medical
services that could be provided and that the patient was declared dead on scene. Venczel and Mclelland were with the patient for
approximately two (2)- five (5) minutes and were unable to identify the patient. Mclelland completed the report using the name
"John Doe" for the patient. In addition to Venczel and Mclelland, Cleveland EMS Captain Kavourus responded as well.

On 05/14/21 at approximately 1045 hrs, Detective Gibson and |, Detective Goudy, conducted an interview with Cleveland
Police Officer Anthony Lampkin. Officer Lampkin was accompanied to the interview by CPPA Director Jeff Follmer. Officer
Lampkin, badge #2462, is currently assigned to the fourth district working first shift, 0700 to 1500 hrs, with rotating days off.
On the day of the incident, Officer Lampkin was working his scheduled shift and assigned to patrol his zone. He stated the
weather was a little rainy on the day of the incident.

Officer Lampkin stated him and his partner, Officer Cedeno, were briefed by the previous shift about a male (Lee) who had a
homicide warrant, and fled from them earlier in the morning on the previous shift. During the shift, Officer Lampkin stated
Officers received a call from dispatch to respond to E. 136 and Beechwood in reference to the male that fled previously. The
male was believed to be in the area again. Officers Lampkin and Cedeno, along with other officers, arrived in the area and met
up to brief on the situation with the male. After the briefing was over, Officer Lampkin stated they toured the area looking for
the male. They did not locate the male. Officer Lampkin stated they received further information that the male may be
located at 4281 East 134" Street.

Upon arrival on the street, Officer Lampkin stated Officers Piper and Trinh arrived with them near the residence. Officer
Lampkin stated Officer’s Piper and Trinh began walking toward the driveway. As they approached the driveway, Officer
Lampkin stated they heard what sounded like a screen door shutting. At that point, Officer Lampkin stated Officer Trinh
alerted him that the male (Lee) was running. At that point, Officer Lampkin stated, Officer Trinh ran back to his vehicle while
Officer Piper ran up the driveway. Officer Lampkin stated he ran up the driveway of the neighbor’s residence when he saw
Lee try to climb up and over the fence in attempt to cut him off. When Officer Lampkin saw that Lee was not able to make it
over the fence, he ran back around the residence to go up the driveway of 4281.

As Officer Lampkin ran up the driveway and into the backyard, he heard Officer Piper yell “gun” followed by several shots.
He observed the male (Lee) get struck. As the male (Lee) got struck, the firearm that was in his right hand flung out and
landed on the ground. Officer Lampkin stated at that point, Officer Piper radioed dispatch, “Male shot” and to send EMS.
Immediately thereafter, Officer Lampkin stated they began to perform first aid on the male (Lee).

The incident
occurred at 4281 East 134" Street in the City of Cleveland. Officer Piper is, and was at the time of the incident, assigned to the
Community Policing Unit. Officer Piper was working with his partner, Officer Gino Trinh and they were assigned to marked
unit #408. The normal shift time for Officers Piper and Trinh is 9a to 5p with rotating days off between Friday and Saturday or
Sunday and Monday. On the day of the incident, Officers Piper and Trinh started their shift at 0600 hrs due to assisting the
vice unit and swat team with search warrants. Officer Piper stated they received notice the night before that the operation
was cancelled and was still given the opportunity to work 6a-2p on the regular assignment. Officer Piper stated the weather
during the time of the incident was overcast and cloudy. Officer Piper was wearing his standard Cleveland Police Uniform and
carried his duty weapon with one round in the chamber and a full 15 round magazine in the gun. In addition, Officer Piper was
also carrying 3 additional 17 round magazines which were also fully loaded with 9 mm ammunition.

Officer Piper stated he and Officer Trinh started their shift in the area of E. 65" Street and Fleet Avenue in reference to a
complaint they received pertaining to illegal drug activity and prostitution. While investigating that complaint, Officer Piper
stated they heard the radio traffic about a male that night shift was previously looking for was located in the area of E. 134%™
Street and Beachwood Avenue. The male was wanted on homicide and felonious assault warrants. Officer Piper stated he
said to Officer Trinh, “let’s go up there to assist them and see if we can help find this guy.” When Officer Piper and Trinh
arrived in the area, they met up with the responding zone cars. Shortly thereafter, Officer Piper stated, they received an
address and description of the house the male frequents. Officer Piper stated when they arrived on the street, Officer Trinh
was driving, and they drove by the house once and didn’t see anything initially except a car in the driveway. When they went
back around, they parked the car near the address. Just before they reached the driveway, Officer Piper stated he heard a
door closing sound coming from the address they were given. When Officers Piper and Trinh approached the driveway, they
saw the male run from the back of the house towards the backyard. Officer Piper stated he originally saw a picture of the
male on his mobile data terminal (MDT) prior to exiting his marked unit and the male running from behind the house matched
the photo he previously seen.

At this point, Officer Piper stated he alerted dispatch that the male was seen running through the backyard. At this point,
Officer Piper stated he began to run up the driveway and into the backyard area where the male was located. Officer Piper
stated Officer Trinh ran back to the marked unit to drive around to the other street to prevent the male from eluding capture.
As Officer Piper entered the backyard, he saw the male trying to climb up and over the back fence of the property. Officer
Piper stated he told the male to get down. At this point, Officer Piper stated it appeared as if the male could not get over the
fence. When the male got off the fence, he began to reach into his pocket. Officer Piper stated he told the male to stop
reaching. It appeared to Officer Piper that the male could not get whatever he was reaching for in his pocket out right away.
At this point, Officer Piper removed his duty weapon from his holster. Officer Piper stated he attempted to get closer to the
male to grab him. As Officer Piper attempted to grab the male, the male spun around. After the male spun around, Officer
Piper pushed him away to get some distance. As Officer Piper pushed the male away, the male pulled a gun out of his pocket.
The male was approximately 3 to 6 feet away. At this point, Officer Piper stated he then fired 4 rounds at the male from his
duty weapon. The male went down and Officer Piper notified dispatch of shots being fired and that the male was down. In
addition Officer Piper requested EMS to respond.

After the shooting occurred, Officer Piper stated he advised other officers that responded to the backyard to get a first aid
kit. Officer Piper stated he then secured the male’s gun by placing it in his right cargo pant pocket. Officers immediately

On 05/14/21 at 1140 hrs, Detective Gibson and |, Detective Goudy, spoke with Cleveland Police Officer Gino Trinh, badge
#505 in reference to the officer involved shooting incident that occurred on April 15, 2021. Officer Trinh stated his
appointment date with the City of Cleveland Division of Police was January of 2019. Officer Trinh is currently assigned to the
community policing unit working the 9a-5p shift with Sundays and Mondays off. Officer Trinh’s partner is Officer Daniel Piper.
On the day of the incident, Officer’s Trinh and Piper were assigned to marked unit #408. Officer Trinh described the day as to
being cloudy and chilly with occasional snow. Officer Trinh stated he was in a standard Cleveland Police uniform on the day of
the incident and carried his weapon with one round in the chamber along with a full magazine positioned inside his duty
weapon. In addition, he was carrying his two issued magazines, which were fully loaded with 9mm ammunition.

Officer Trinh stated he and Piper started patrolling a certain area. While doing so, they heard the night shift sergeant saying
over the Cleveland Police radio channel 4, a male with a warrant and possibly armed is at a certain location. Officer Trinh
stated he then asked Piper if he wanted to go and assist with looking for the guy. Officer Piper said yes and they went over to
meet with the other zone cars to formulate a plan to look for the male. After meeting with the other zone cars, Officers Trinh
and Piper responded to the area of E. 134" and Beachwood area to look for the male. While other units went to the house
where he was last seen, Trinh and Piper drove around the block to potentially cut him off due to hearing over the radio the
male was known to run. After circling the block a few times, they couldn’t locate the male. At one point, they received
information stating the male has been known to stay at a particular address along with a description. Officer Trinh stated they
drove by the house once and circled back to check on it.

Officer Trinh stated when they arrived at the house; they pulled up one house away. When he and Piper exited their vehicle
they walked over to the driveway. As they reached the driveway, Officer Trinh stated he heard a “security door” open and
close. When they looked down the driveway, Officer Trinh stated he saw the male. Officer Piper stated to Officer Trinh that it
was the male. As Officer Piper ran down the driveway, Officer Trinh ran back to their zone car and advised Officer Lampkin,
the male is running. Officer Trinh stated his intentions were to drive around the block to cut the male off from running. Just
before Officer Trinh was able to get into the vehicle, he heard shots fired. At this point, Officer Trinh stated he heard Officer
Piper over the radio say “Shots fired.” After Officer Trinh heard the shots fired, he ran down the driveway and saw Officer
Piper either over the male or retrieving the handgun. Officer Trinh stated Officer Piper told him to get the first aid kit.

Immediately after retrieving the first aid kit, Officer Trinh began first aid. Officer Trinh along with the other officers were
switching on and off with the rendering of CPR and first aid on the male. EMS was notified to respond as well. Officer Trinh
stated just before he was about to start doing first aid on the male, he saw the males handgun on the ground. At that point,
Officer Trinh stated he saw Officer Piper retrieve the handgun off the ground, make it safe and secured it in his cargo pant
pocket. Officer Trinh stated he was in fear of Officer Piper’s life at the time when he heard the shots fired.

Officer Cedano was wearing his standard Cleveland Police Uniform and carried his duty weapon with one
round in the chamber and a full 15 round magazine in the gun. In addition, Officer Cedano was also carrying 3 additional 17
round magazines which were also fully loaded with 9 mm ammunition.

Officer Cedano stated he received radio call saying the guy they were looking for was walking down the street, E.134st he
thinks. Cedano stated that before they arrived on scene they met up with other Officers to talk about a plan because the
suspect has a murder warrant and is known to be armed and ran away from night shift. Then Sgt. May came over the radio and
gave us an exact address of where the suspect was. When we arrived on scene my partner and | went to the Southside of the
house and Piper went up the driveway. Officer Cedano stated he thinks Officer Piper was the first to see the suspect because
he could here he say he’s running east. Officer Cedano stated when he came running around the house he heard the shots
fired and saw the guy on the floor. Officer Cedano stated when he got the driveway he heard the shots fired. Officer Cedano
stated Lampkin was in front of me and as soon as | saw the guy on the floor | went to grab the first aid kit. We all worked on
the guy taking turns and switching. Officer Cedano stated once EMS arrived they pronounced him dead right there.

Officer Cedano stated he was notified through radio transmission to respond in the area of the incident and then more
Officers responded to help. Radio was giving us directions of where the suspect was. Officer Cedano stated he heard officers
saying he’s running and then heard shots fired over the radio. Officer Cedano stated he parked a few house’s south of the
incident area. Officer Cedano described the suspect as a black male, 240lbs and 5ft 8inches tall. Officer Cedano stated that the
suspect was trying to get away and trying to shot Officer Piper. Officer Cedano stated the suspect did have a weapon. Officer
Cedano stated he did not think the suspect was able to fire his weapon. Cedano stated that the suspect’s weapon was
collected but he doesn’t know where it went. Officer Cedano stated after the shooting we conducted CPR on the suspect.
Officer Cedano stated he was rested and did not work any other shifts 48 hours prior to the incident date.

On 05/06/21 at approximately 1130 hours I, (Detective R. Divis) along with Detective R. Gibson interviewed Cleveland
Police Sergeant Stephanie May in the presence of Cleveland Police Captain Bentley at the Cuyahoga County Sheriff’s
Department’s Detective Bureau conference room in connection with the Cleveland Police use of deadly force on April 15, 2021.
Sgt. May has been a member of the Cleveland Police Department for approximately twenty (20) years. Sgt. May’s shift began
on 04/14/21 at 2200 hours and was scheduled to go until 04/15/21 at 0800 hours.

Sgt. May recalled a zone car responding to 13617 Beachwood for a civil dispute where a male refused to leave. Officers
responded and were met by two (2) males which unbeknownst to Cleveland police were Innes Lee and his cousin Isaac Foster.
Lee stated they were at their auntie’s house and their auntie was not answering the door. While police were talking to Isaac
Foster, Innes Lee fled from the police and jumped over a fence. The homeowner of 13617 “Monique” wanted to go undetected
according to Sgt. May and began screaming at the police at her doorstep in an attempt to mask her calling the police to Innes
Lee and Isaac Foster.

GROSS ANATOMIC DESCRIPTION

As initially viewed on the scene, the body is that of an adult black male lying supine
on the grass of the back yard of a residential home. The body is underneath a
canopy erected by the Cuyahoga County Sheriff's Office. The body is clothed with a
cut sweatshirt, cut shirt, cut pants, undershorts, socks, and shoes. His arms are
handcuffed behind his back and the handcuffs were removed at the scene.
Lacerations consistent with gunshot wounds are on the left face, beneath the right
nostril, on the left anterior thorax, on the lateral left elbow, and two in the posterior
right upper leg. The body is cool with mild rigor mortis and dorsal lividity. Prior to
autopsy, and at the Cuyahoga County Medical Examiner’s Office, the body is
undressed by a member of the Trace Evidence Department.

EXTERNAL EXAMINATION: The nude body is that of a normally-developed and
adequately nourished obese black male, whose appearance is consistent with the
reported age of 25 years. The body weighs 186 pounds and is 65 inches in length.

The body is in full rigor mortis. Lividity is dorsal and unfixed. The skin temperature
is cold.

The scalp hair is short, black, curly, and has a normal distribution. A black
moustache and goatee are present, and the remainder of the is clean-shaven. The
conjunctivae are clear, the corneas are clear, and the irides are brown. The pupils
are unremarkable. Both earlobes have single pierced holes, and the ears are
otherwise unremarkable. The nose and mouth show no chronic abnormalities. The
teeth are natural and in good condition. The neck has an obese configuration, and
there are no palpable masses. The thorax is symmetrical and has an obese
configuration. The breasts are of normal adult male configuration, and there are no
palpable masses. The abdomen is rounded and soft, and longitudinal striae are on
the anterior and both lateral surfaces of the abdomen. The external genitalia are of
normal adult male uncircumcised conformation, and there are no external lesions.
The extremities appear normal, and the joints are not deformed. All digits are
present. The skin is of normal pliability and texture. An approximate 6” long and '4”
wide faint, non-hemorrhagic furrow is around the distal left lower arm with an
approximate 2" sparing of the volar surface. Focal areas of dark brown and red-
brown granulation tissues are on the anterior proximal right lower leg, anteromedial
proximal left lower leg, and posterior mid-section of the left lower leg in 4 5" x 14", 14"
x %", and 1” x %~ areas, respectively.

Penetrating gunshot wound of thorax:

The above wounds are numbered by convention from the top downward, and the
numbering is not intended to imply the sequence in which the wounds may have
been sustained. The above wounds and injuries, once having been described, will
not be referred to below.

INTERNAL EXAMINATION: The body is opened by means of the usual “Y” and
biparietal incisions. There is a diffuse increase of subcutaneous adipose tissues with
the anterior abdominal wall having a 2 %" maximal thickness. The viscera of the
thoracic and abdominal cavities occupy their normal sites. The serosal surfaces are
smooth and glistening. No fluid is present within the abdominal cavity. There are no
abnormal masses present.

NECK: The neck organs are excised en bloc and examined separately. The surface
of the tongue and serial cross sections through the tongue show no gross
abnormalities. The larynx and trachea have a normal caliber and are free of
obstruction. The laryngeal and tracheal mucosa is soft and tan-pink. The
paravertebral musculature is unremarkable. The cervical spine, hyoid bone, and
tracheal cartilage are intact.

CARDIOVASCULAR:

Heart: The heart is normal in configuration. The coronary arteries have a normal
anatomic distribution, and multiple cross sections show no narrowing of lumina and
no evidence of thrombosis. The epicardium is smooth and glistening. There is a
normal amount of epicardial fat and its distribution is normal. The great vessels
enter and leave the heart in a normal manner. The cardiac chambers have a normal
configuration. The septa are intact, and there are no congenital abnormalities. The
myocardium is of normal consistency and appearance. The left and right ventricles
are 1.4 cm and 0.3 cm thick, respectively. The heart valves are thin, pliable, and
delicate, and are free of deformity. Valve circumferences are as follows: tricuspid
valve = 10.5 cm, pulmonic valve = 6.0 cm, mitral valve = 7.5 cm, and aortic valve = 5
cm.

Aorta and its major branches: The aorta and its principal branches are patent
throughout. There are no thrombi, areas of erosion, or zones of narrowing present.

Venae cavae and their major tributaries: The superior and inferior venae cavae and
their major tributaries are patent throughout. No areas of extrinsic or intrinsic
stenosis are present.

RESPIRATORY: The major bronchi have a normal caliber and are free of
obstruction. The right and left lungs have a normal lobar configuration. The visceral
pleura is smooth and glistening and mottled moderately with black streaks. There
are no subpleural emphysematous bullae. The pulmonary arteries are free of emboli
and thrombi. The lungs are crepitant throughout. The parenchyma is unremarkable.

RETICULOENDOTHELIAL: The spleen has a normal configuration. The capsule is
blue-grey and smooth, without areas of thickening. On section, the splenic pulp is of
normal consistency and appearance. No abnormal lymph nodes are encountered.

DIGESTIVE: The esophagus is free of lesions. The stomach has a normal
configuration. The serosa is smooth and glistening. The wall is of normal thickness
and the mucosa is thrown into rugal folds. There are no areas of ulceration. The
stomach contains approximately 70 ml of light brown liquid. The duodenum is free of
ulceration and other intrinsic lesions. The remainder of the small bowel, the colon,
and the rectum are normal in appearance. The appendix is present and is
unremarkable.

HEPATOBILIARY:
Liver: The capsule is smooth and glistening. The liver configuration is normal.
Multiple cross sections through the liver reveal a normal lobular pattern.

The wall is thin
and the mucosa is bile-stained. It contains approximately 13 ml of bile. No calculi
are present.

PANCREAS: The pancreas is firm and normally lobulated. Multiple cross sections
through the pancreas reveal normal tan-yellow parenchyma without intrinsic lesions.

GENITOURINARY SYSTEM:

| Kidneys: The right and left kidneys are similar. The capsules strip with ease to

(| reveal smooth subcapsular surfaces. The renal arteries and veins are patent and
free of stenosing lesions. On section, the renal cortices are of normal thickness and
the cortico-medullary demarcations are distinct. The medullae are unremarkable.
The pelvo-calyceal systems are normal in appearance. The ureters are
unremarkable.

Bladder: The bladder is of normal configuration. The mucosa is intact and free of
ulcerations or other lesions. It contains approximately 2 ml of urine.

Prostate and seminal vesicles: Multiple cross sections through the prostate reveal
rubbery, firm, grey-white parenchyma, free of lesions. The seminal vesicles are
unremarkable.

CLEVELAND, Ohio (WOIO) - The man shot and killed by a Cleveland Police officer on Thursday
was wanted for two crimes, including the murder of a Shaker Heights mother back on September
Ist.

It’s a bizarre twist of fate for 25-year-old Innes Lee, Jr. of Cleveland. Lee was shot and killed on
Thursday when he pulled a gun on Cleveland Police. Bodycam video shows the intense
moments. Officers were prepared to take him into custody on two separate crimes.

So, is this some form of justice for the family of murder victim Karen Hunter, or do they feel
robbed of their day in court?

71-year-old Loretta Hunter says Karen was her youngest daughter and the second daughter to
die from violence, “I wasn’t robbed of my day in court because I wasn’t going to go to court. I
have been through this before when my oldest daughter (a mother of four) was murdered in
1997.”

The Shaker Heights woman says she was not really surprised to hear that the man wanted for
killing her youngest daughter was fatally shot and killed himself. Innes Lee, Junior died shortly
after he pulled a gun on Cleveland police Thursday morning. It was all captured on police
bodycam video. Officers wanted to take Lee into custody on two arrest warrants -- including
Hunter’s murder at a Sunoco Gas station on East 131st and Harvard Avenue. At the time of the
shooting, Lee was actually free on bond from an aggravated robbery charge.

“He pulled a gun. I don’t know if he had a death wish or what? You know they say you live by the
sword, you die by the sword,” Hunter said.

The Shaker Heights grandmother and great grandmother says she has already forgiven Lee for
her daughter’s death and decided not to sit through another court trial because reliving the pain
hurts too much. That’s why she has compassion for Lee’s mother and family, “I feel for his
mother, I feel for his children if he has them. Because I know what the loss of a child is and pray
that she can live through if she is still living.”

It’s her daughter’s life, kind heart, and generosity that Hunter says will endure after a violent
death, “It’s been very hard because I’ve had several illnesses, I’'ve had cancer twice, and each
time she’s been my caregiver,” her mother Loretta Hunter said.

Hunter says no matter what’s happens; she’ll have to accept it because nothing will bring her
daughter back.

CLEVELAND, Ohio — A 25-year-old man is accused of killing a Shaker Heights woman
as he fired shots at a man who punched a different woman in the parking lot of a gas
station in Cleveland’s Union-Miles neighborhood.

Innes Lee Jr. of Cleveland is charged with aggravated murder. He is not in police
custody and a warrant was issued for his arrest.

Lee is accused of fatally shooting Karen Hunter, 48, on Sept. 1 at the Sunoco gas

station on East 131st Street and Harvard Avenue.

Re: Review of material regarding the use of deadly force by Cleveland Police Officer
Daniel Piper on Innes Lee Jr.

On April 30, 2021, I was provided a sealed envelope containing a jump drive with
Cleveland Police body camera footage. My task was to review the jump drive for material subject
to the Supreme Court’s decision in Garrity v. New Jersey, 385 U.S. 493 (1967), which prohibits
the use of statements from a public employee in a criminal proceeding which were obtained under
threat of removal from office. I have reviewed the original jump drive and ‘cleaned’ it of any
Garrity material. The original jump drive contains Garrity material and is being returned in a
sealed envelope. An unsealed jump drive is being provided with Garrity-free material.

The original jump drive contained three folders: “Body Camera Photos,” “Body Camera
Videos — Redacted,” and “Body Camera Videos.” The folder “Body Camera Photos” contained
sixteen (16) images or photos. None of the images contained Garrity material and they are being
provided on the unsealed jump drive without redactions. The folder “Body Camera Videos —
Redacted” contained four videos with redactions not made by me. These videos do not contain
Garrity material and they are being provided on the unsealed jump drive without additional
redactions.

The folder “Body Camera Videos” contained fifty-one (51) videos. One video, entitled
4281 E 134 17 FIT Questions P_O_ Piper, contained statements made by Officer Piper in
connection with a Garrify warning. That video is not being provided on the unsealed jump drive.
Of the other fifty (50) videos, sixteen (16) videos contained statements Officer Piper made to a
superior officer after the shooting. In an abundance of caution, audio in those sixteen (16) videos
is redacted and is provided on the unsealed jump drive. Iredacted the following sixteen (16) videos
and added the prefix “CLEAN” to the names of the original files:

The other thirty-four (34) videos are also being provided on the unsealed jump drive without
redactions.

On May 13, 2021, I received five documents from the City of Cleveland through the
Cleveland Public Records Center. These documents consist of Officer Daniel Piper’s personnel
file. 1combined these documents into a single document entitled CPD Piper Personnel File. That
file is free of Garrity material and is contained within the unsealed jump drive.

Also, on May 13, 2021, I received a sealed envelope from Detective Gioitta containing a
two-page report dated April 19, 2021 and authored by Cleveland Police Detective Michael Hale.
Those documents contain no information implicating Garrity and are being provided in their
original form.



Finally, on May 17, 2021, I received a sealed envelope from Detective Gioitta containing
paper documents. They include a two-page summary of a violation charged against Officer Piper
in 2016. The violation was dismissed and there is no content describing the incident. It does not
implicate Garrity. The sealed envelope also contains a three-page document listing the daily duty
assignments of the officers in the Cleveland Police Fourth District. This document also does not
implicate Garrity.

Please provide my name to any assistant prosecuting attorney who presents this case to a
grand jury so that I may be screened from the case.
