Narrative: 

On Tuesday, August 02, 2022, Ohio Bureau of Criminal Investigation (BCI) Special Agent (SA) John 

Butterworth (SA Butterworth) received Pozz Striblin's (Striblin) medical records from Columbus 

Division of Fire/EMS. The records were obtained pursuant to a records request from SA 

Butterworth. SA Butterworth reviewed the medical records and noted the following:  

Striblin's EMS medical records consisted of 5 pages. Within the pages of the report from 

Columbus Division of Fire, it noted that EMS personnel found him unresponsive and noted a code 

1 time of 1913 hours. There was no blood pressure and no pulse. A bullet hole was located in the 

left side of chest, abdomen, as well as on his head. Personnel found no pulse, no respirations, no 

chest rise or fall, no eye movement and no change in pupils. EMS personnel contacted FAO for 

their code 1 time.
