The resolution of the industrial commission authorizing the purchase of these
bonds provides for the purchase of one bond payable in one installment of $4,200
and fourteen installments of $500, payable one installment every six months com-
mencing June 1, 1925,

In order to meet the requirements of the Griswold Act, the county commis-
sioners of Belmont county have amended their bond resolution so that the bond
is payable in installments of the denomination and maturity as follows:

$14,200 June 1, 1924;

$10,000 on. June 1st of the years 1925 to 1930 inclusive.

The records of the Industrial Commission should be corrected to comply with
the resolution of the industrial commission as amended.
