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On Wednesday, April 13, 2022, Ohio Bureau of Criminal Investigation (BCI) Special Agent (SA)
Arvin Clar (Clar) attended the post/autopsy of David L. Ward, Jr. (Ward), who was the subject
of the officer-involved incident that occurred in Ashtabula, Ohio, on April 13, 2022.

The autopsy was conducted at the Cuyahoga County Medical Examiner’s Office (CCME),
located at 11001 Cedar Ave., Cleveland, Ohio.

The autopsy was performed by Dr. Erica Armstrong (Armstrong) and began at 1000 hours.

The CCME assigned this incident as file #OU2022-00105.

The subject [Ward] appeared to have one gun shot wound to the midline chest. There was not
an exit wound observed.

Dr. Armstrong reported a preliminary review of the autopsy/post performed on Ward and
noted the following:
