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On Thursday, January 11, 2024, Ohio Bureau of Criminal Investigation (BCI) Special Agent
(SA) Chad Holcomb (SA Holcomb) received requested records and recordings from Lawrence
County Sheriff’s Office (LCSO) Detective Brad Layman. SA Holcomb had previously requested
all dispatch records, audio recordings (radio, 911, and phone), and any other
dispatch/communications-related information during the incident that occurred at 9714 State
Route 93, Pedro, Ohio. As a result of that request, the following items were received and
reviewed:

Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) Records:

20:31:26: Caller adv she heard the female state he stabbed her in the face with the ice
pick.
20:32:25: 99 traffic at 2032
20:32:39: Caller adv that they are now hanging on to one another and are not fighting
at this time
20:32:43: Unsure of injury
20:34:02: All units are responsive
20:37:20: Male has the ice pick at her neck
20:37:35: Told the caller to go in her home
20:38:05: Shots fired at 2038
20:38:08: Suspect down
20:39:23: 29 unit [medic] can come in now

Radio Traffic Recordings:

(Time below is referenced as the time into the recording)

00:10: Dispatch says that a male with a 40A (knife) is holding it to a female.
00:21: Unit [  copies and asks for the 39 [location]
00:31: Dispatch says 9714 State Route 93 and that it’s going to be the house next to
the address.
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00:47: Unit 66 [Dep. Orsbon] states he is enroute.
01:10: Additional location information is relayed.
01:24: Dispatch says they are outside and that a male and female are in an active code
20 [domestic] and dispatch advise that he has an icepick.
02:04: Dispatch airs that they believe that the male has stabbed the female in the face
with the 40A [knife]
02:19: Radio traffic goes to 99 [Emergency traffic only]
02:26: Deputy asks that a 29 [medic] stages. Dispatch confirms.
03:56: Deputy asks for an update. Dispatch says that they are separated at the moment.
04:23: Dispatch airs that the caller is saying that they are currently taking a break from
the code 20 [domestic] and that they are out in the yard and that everyone is responsive
and alive at the moment.
07:28: Dispatch airs that she is still on the phone with the caller and that they are not
in the code 20 right now and that everyone is calm.
07:47: Deputy airs that they are attempting to locate
07:49: Deputy airs that they are 37 [on scene]
07:53: Deputy airs *unintelligible* hostage at her neck
08:26: Deputy airs shots fired
08:44: Deputy airs to contact unit 1 [Sheriff] and the suspect is down.
11:47: Dispatch asks for an update and deputies state that medics are with the suspect
and two females are detained
13:04: Deputy states that they are starting a crime scene log

911 Calls:

A female (Donna Gullett) called 911 stating that there is a domestic where a male is threatening
to kill her and himself. Her call was transferred to the sheriff’s office. Gullett says that Skylar
Corbin is out here threatening to kill himself and [ . Yelling is heard over the
line. Gullett says that Corbin is threating to kill her. Gullett said that she was going to take

back to her house and Corbin showed up saying that he was going to
kill her before she goes back and that he is going to kill himself. Gullett tells the dispatcher
that he has an icepick out. Gullett says that they are all outside in the yard.

Gullett said that they are still fighting, and she tells the dispatcher that said that
Corbin stabbed her in the face. Gullett says that they are continuing to fight but they are both
physically ok.

The dispatcher asks if Corbin still has the icepick in his hand; Gullett was unsure. She says
they’re calming down some. The dispatcher tells deputies that they are calming down. The
dispatcher tells Gullett that she is going to disconnect the call and she should go inside the
house. The call ends.

Throughout the call, Gullett was very muffled and spoke quietly making it difficult to
understand her.

SA Holcomb transcribed or documented what he believed was relevant, based on his knowledge
of the case at the time of this report. Also, SA Holcomb transcribed what he believed was being
said during the communications. For these reasons the reader is encouraged to listen to the
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communications for themselves and to develop their own opinion on both matters.

The records and recordings received were attached to this investigative report and the 911 call
and MARCS radio traffic were placed in the case file. Please refer to the attachments for further
details.
