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On Monday, January 11, 2021, Bureau of Criminal Investigation (BCI) Special Agent Supervisor
(SAS) Kevin Barbeau received, via e-mail, the attached transcripts from SpeakWrite, transcript
provider. BCl provided SpeakWrite the attached audio recording to be transcribed. The
recording was collected by BCI during the course of an investigation into an Officer-Involved
Critical Incident where Columbus Division of Police (CPD) Officer Adam Coy and Officer Amy
Detweiler responded to the area of 1062 Oberlin Drive, Columbus, Ohio. During said call, Ofc.
Coy fired his firearm striking Andre Hill, who eventually died from injuries he sustained.

The attached audio was collected from Dystanie Lydelle, who recorded a phone call between
her and Hill, whose voice was not identified or recorded on the call. It should be noted the
voices on the audio are known to be identified as Lydelle (female voice) and Billy Wadley (male
voice). The attached is the transcripts BCl received that are associated to the recorded call.
