The analysis requested was to determine if the Glock firearm collected from Officer Huber fired
the recovered projectiles and the submitted 9mm cartridge casings collected at the scene.
Operability testing was requested for each submitted firearm, and NIBIN entries were requested
for all the firearms except for the officer’s weapon. There were 55 fired .223 cartridge casings
submitted to determine if they were capable of being fired by the submitted Ruger rifle.
