On Tuesday, December 10, 2024, Ohio Bureau of Criminal Investigation (BCl) Special
Agent (SA) Tiffany Najmulski (SA Najmulski) received an Ohio BCI Cyber Crime Unit
report for item(s) of evidence submitted on November 14, 2024 for scientific analysis
(Cyber Crime case number 24-3413). The report was authored by Computer Forensic
Specialist lan Wallace and was dated November 15, 2024. The items relevant to this
report which had previously been submitted were as follows:

Darapheth (Darapheth) is in possession of a firearm, pictures of possible narcotics and
pictures of handguns. Those pictures were downloaded and attached to this case and
this report.

Samsung Android Galaxy S9- A text message between Darapheth and someone that
goes by Bianca Meloche took place on 10/28/2024, which is also the incident date.
The following is a summary of the conversation:

6:42:33 Darapheth says “yo”
6:42:35 Darapheth said “Police pulled up”
6:42:37 Darapheth said “I’'m fuc”
6:46:22 Bianca said “What”
6:46:24 Bianca asked “You good”
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6:46:32 Bianca asked “Pulled up where”

SUMMARY

On November 14, 2024, pursuant to a search warrant, BCl Special Agent Tiffany Najmulski
submitted the below listed items for an Officer Involved Critical Incident. The case investigator
has requested extraction and parsing of the submitted devices.

DETAILS

Submitted Item(s):

BCI CCU Item 1 (CSU# 28) - Mobile Phone - Rose Gold Apple iPhone iPhone Xs Max A1921
BCl CCU Item 2 (CSU #7) - Mobile Phone - Black Samsung Galaxy Galaxy S9 Sm-G960U1

November 15 - 20, 2024

BCI evidence Item #1 was an Apple iPhone XS Max, model A1921. The device was locked with
an unknown 4-digit passcode. The passcode for the device was determined to be ‘Jjif- The
device was connected to a forensic tool capable of obtaining a file system extraction from the
device.

The extraction was loaded into Cellebrite Physical Analyzer, a software package that converts
the data to an easily readable format, where a report containing the full extractable contents
of the phone can be exported. A Cellebrite Reader report was created from the extraction for
review by the investigator.

BCI evidence Item #2 was a Samsung Galaxy S9 phone, model SM-G960U1. The device was
locked with an unknown 4-digit passcode. The device was connected to a forensic tool capable
of determining the passcode on the device. The passcode for the device was determined to
be {lf- The device was connected to a forensic tool capable of obtaining a file system
extraction from the device.

The extraction was loaded into Cellebrite Physical Analyzer. A Cellebrite Reader report was
created from the extraction for review by the investigator.
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FINDINGS

On the included memory card is Cellebrite Reader versions of the processed data from Items 1
and 2. Running the CellebriteReader.exe file will launch the software and load the case file.

Note: For best results copy the folder from the memory card to the local computer before
opening.

A copy of the results will be retained with the BCl case file.
CONCLUSIONS
Iltems #1 and 2 were processed and the results are presented with this report.
