On June 16, 2022, Special Agent (SA) Al Bansky (Bansky) conducted a phone interview with 

Youngstown City Police Officer (Ofc.) Greg Tackett (Tackett). Ofc. Tackett was identified as the 

officer who reached into the passenger window of James Sheets’ tan Chevrolet Malibu on April 

1, 2022. 

SA Bansky asked Ofc. Tackett to explain why he was reaching into James Sheets’ vehicle after 

the officer-involved critical incident. Ofc. Tackett advised, on April 1, 2022, after arriving on 

scene, after the shooting incident, he placed himself on the passenger side of James Sheets’ 

vehicle and advised Ofc. Tom Schneeman that he was reaching inside the passenger window to 

“shut engine off.”
