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could not be met for more than $17,000.00. This department was then advised that
the bonds have been issued and are now held by different purchasers so that it is
impossible to comply with the request and reduce the amount of this issue.

In view of this situation the issue of $18,300.00, Hower Street paving bonds, can-
not be approved, and you are advised not to accept this part of the issue of said
bonds. * Respectfully,
