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$9,000 maximum, by reason of the fact that his present term of office began while
original section 2996 G. C. was in effect, in no way affects the right of the in-
solvency judge to have his salary computed in the manner provided by sections
2992 and 2996 G. C. as now in force, for the reason that his present term of office
began January 1, 1923.
