On May 19, 2022 at approximately 1225hrs, Special Agents Ashley Ornelas and Justin Soroka 

removed clothing belonging to Cora Baughman from the drying room to be documented.  

The first package contained a pair of blue women’s underwear. The item was photographed 

(Figure 1, Blue Underwear w/ Defects). The underwear had a defect in the rear left side. 

Suspected blood was located on the back of the underwear in the general area of the defect. 

Locations of the defects are described as the item is lying flat.

The second package contained a pink tank top with “Love” written on the front and back. The 

tank top was photographed (Figure 2, Pink Tank Top w/ Defects). The top was cut, presumably 

by medical personnel. Suspected blood was on the front left side of the tank. Defects were 

located on the bottom right side of the front of the shirt and right lower back area on the back of 

the shirt. Locations of the defects are described as the item is lying flat

The third package contained a gray sweatshirt. The sweatshirt was cut, presumably by medical 

personnel. The sweatshirt was photographed (Figures 3-5 Gray Sweatshirt w/ Defects). Several 

defects were located on the left front upper arm area. Several defects were located on the center 

left side front of the sweatshirt. A defect was observed in the lower right area of the pocket. 

Several defects were located on the back of the right arm. Suspected blood was located on the 

left side of sweatshirt. Locations of the defects are described as the item is lying flat.
