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Said opinion above referred to clearly holds that one may not hold a public office,
whether elective or appointive, and at the same time be in the clasmﬁed civil serv:ce
of the state or county.

In view of the foregoing, it is unnecessary to consider the relative duties of the
chief probation officer and the prosecuting attorney, in view of the general rule with
reference to incompatibility., The former opinions seem to be dispositive of the
question.

You are therefore specifically advised that a prosecuting attorney may not legally
be appointed as chief probation officer so long as he is serving in the capacity of
prosecutor. -
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
