On August 22, 2023, SA Mulford received a BCI Firearms Laboratory Report for BCl Lab#
23-16470. Please refer to the BCl Lab report for further clarification and details. The findings
were saved electronically within the case file and are attached to this report.

Multiple firearms, cartridge casings, and bullets were submitted to the Lab. Forensic Scientist
Mathew White identified nine (9) 9mm Cartridge cases and one fired bullet as being source
identified to the operable, non-law enforcement, Glock 9mm Luger Semi-automatic pistol
(ZLB578) located at the scene. All other related firearms submitted evidence was source
identified to the known law enforcement firearms.

The S&W pistol magazine, item #22, has damage present on the right side (indentation / perforation of
the magazine body). One (1) copper and one (1) lead fragment were removed from the damage.

A test fired cartridge case from item #53 was previously entered and searched in the NIBIN database at
the London laboratory. If investigative information becomes available, your agency will be notified.

Six (6) of the seventeen (17) submitted cartridges from item #46 were used for test firing.
Six (6) of the seventeen (17) submitted cartridges from item #47 were used for test firing.
Five (5) of the five (5) submitted cartridges from item #48 were used for test firing.

Six (6) of the twenty-eight (28) submitted cartridges from item #49 were used for test firing.
Six (6) of the twenty (20) submitted cartridges from item #50 were used for test firing.

Six (6) of the fourteen (14) submitted cartridges from item #51 were used for test firing.

Six (6) of the thirteen (13) submitted cartridges from item #52 were used for test firing.

Six (6) of the nineteen (19) submitted cartridges from item #53 were used for test firing.

The remaining submitted items from items #1, #26, #31, #38, #39, #40, #42, #43, #44, #45, #46, #47,
