On Wednesday, October 6th, 2021, Ohio Bureau of Criminal Investigation (BCI) Special Agent (SA) Aja 

Chung retrieved evidence from the Franklin County Coroner’s Office as part of an ongoing officer 

involved critical incident investigation.  

 

At 1245 hours, the following items were obtained from the Franklin County Coroner:

Clothing: Blue jeans, black belt, t-shirt, underwear, 

socks and shoes; original packaging

Three projectiles recovered from autopsy; in original 

box packaging

Finger/toe nail kit, FTA/blood card, disk containing 

photographs from autopsy, fingerprint cards 

4 
Paper bags that secured subject’s hands; kept in 

original packaging 

  

SA Chung then travelled to BCI offices in London, Ohio.  At 1355 hours, SA Chung removed the 

individually packaged articles of clothing (item 1) from the original packaging.  The clothing worn by 

Veyon was photographed and re-packaged together as item 1.  Items 2-4 were photographed in their 

original packaging and packaged according to BCI lab policy. 

SA Chung submitted item 2 (projectiles) to the BCI laboratory at 1516 hours.  Items 1, 3, 4 were 

submitted to the BCI temporary evidence locker for vault submission at 1542 hours.
