5th St. At this time units 4 and il caught up to the vehicle as it pulled over in front of 624 Mckinley. At this time we
observed 5 occupants exit the vehicle and walked towards the residence. As we passed the residence the
subjects did not walk into the residence, but south bound down an alley next to the residence. At this time we
turned around to make contact with the subjects and as we pulled down the alley the subjects were gone. We
proceeded south down the alley in an attempt to locate the subjects. As we turned onto Harrison Ave we observed
a male walking south on N 7th who matched the description of the driver of the vehicle.

[l took the keys that were found on Stevenson and hit the unlock button, in which the vehicle unlocked. At this
time we asked Stevenson if he wanted us to secure his vehicle for him, in which he advised officers to leave his
vehicle as is (This conversation was recorded).

Once at
the Jail officers served Acton with his warrants as well as additional charges of obstructing and resisting arrest.

Once on
the ground Blizard attempts to let Roach go in which Roach grabs Blizard by the head and punches him in the
face. Hamilton advised that the fight continued into the lobby when Roach jumped on Blizard's back. Hamilton
advised that Blizard threw Roach on the ground and then restrained him until police arrived.

Brandon Roach was transported to SEORMC for treatment. Once medically cleared Roach was transported to
the Guernsey County Jail. Roach is being charged with disorderly conduct and resisting arrest. Roach is to appear
on 8-21-15 at 8:30am at the Cambridge Municipal Court.

Scott was visibly upset at the presence of Police officers and inquired as
to why we were there.

| explained to Scott we were dispatched to the residence because of loud music. Scott did state that it was his
birthday party so there was music but they were not doing anything wrong. | informed him that we still had to
investigate the noise complaint and that | needed to talk to Tevin Holt, because Holt was the one that actually lived
at the residence.

We walked onto the porch and Scott was still upset with officers and continued to demand to know why we
were there and why we were messing with his birthday party. | once again told him | needed to talk to Tevin and
advised to him to quit acting the way he was acting.

| knocked on the door and Tevin came out onto the porch and | advised him as to why we were there, and that
the music needed to be turned down, and to not make us come back a second time for a noise complaint. We
then cleared the scene.

While walking back to our cruisers, dispatch advised that there was a possible domestic situation at 226 N 8th
St, which is next to Holt's residence.

We went to the upstairs apartment to investigate the domestic dispute and after speaking with the occupants of
the apartment, we determined there was no domestic altercation taking place.

Officers were dispatched to 434 N6th St in reference to a female attempting to leave the residence but the
male half will not let her leave. Upon arrival | spoke to the complainant Christine Reed. Christine Reed advised
that her boyfriend, Thomas Woodsmall, has been drinking all day and got mad about something and started
throwing her belongings outside. Christine Reed advised me that all she wants is to get her belongings and leave.

| asked Christine Reed where Thomas Woodsmall was in which she advised he was upstairs and she went
upstairs to get him. Once Christine Reed walked up stairs Thomas Woodsmall and Christine Reed began to
argue. | advised Thomas Woodsmall to come downstairs in which he replied "come on upstairs motherfuckers,
come on." Thomas Woodsmall began to yell and scream obscenities at Christine Reed. | again advised Thomas
Woodsmall to come downstairs in which he replied "fuck you, this is my house."

At this time | advised Thomas Woodsmall that he was under arrest and going to jail. Thomas Woodsmall
replied "come and get me, come and get me." | started walking up the stairs towards Thomas Woodsmall.
Thomas Woodsmall was standing at the top of the stairs in an aggressive manner, with no shirt on, ready to fight
officers, yelling "lets go, lets go!" | grabbed Thomas Woodsmall and took him to the ground. Once on the ground
Thomas Woodsmall was actively resisting and would not give officers his hands. | was attempting to restrain
Thomas Woodsmall when | felt a sharp pain in my left foot. | looked down at my left foot in which | discovered
Thomas Woodsmall's pitbull biting my foot. Moments later the dog released my foot and lunged towards myself
and Thomas Woodsmall. The dog the proceeded to bite Thomas Woodsmall on the face and arms. The dog was
secured and detained by Christine Reed in one of the bedrooms upstairs.

Thomas Woodsmall was secured in handcuffs and transported to SEORMC for his injuries. The dog warden
was contacted and the dog was quarantined.

| went to SEORMC to have my foot evaluated. | had two bite marks on the top of my left foot from where the
dog had bitten me through my boot.

Thomas Woodsmall is being charged with disorderly conduct, resisting arrest and obstructing. Woodsmall has
a court date set for 12/29/15 at 8:30am at the Cambridge Municipal Court.

Units responded to the listed address in reference to female trying to leave the residence and her boyfriend
refusing to let her.

Upon arrival we spoke with Ms. Reed. She stated Mr. Woodsmall had been drinking all day and became
belligerent with her and began throwing her stuff out on the porch.

We asked where he was and she advised upstairs. She went upstairs to get him and at that point he saw us
standing in his doorway.

He became belligerent and began using profanities toward Ms. Reed. Officers advised him to come down
stairs and talk with us. Mr. Woodsmall screamed, "Come upstairs, mother fuckers!" Officers advised we just
wanted to talk him. He again began screaming obscenities at Ms. Reed and officers.

At that point he was advised he was under arrest for disorderly. Mr. Woodsmall exclaimed, "Come and get me!
'II

This is your fucking fault!

I st rted up the stairs and Mr. Reed became combative forcing officer to physically restrain him and
take him to the ground. Once on the ground, | delivered several knee strikes intended for Mr. Woodsmall's torso.
| also delivered a hand strike intended for his torso, but must have struck his knee. At some point my left thumb
became numb.

I looked to my left and observed a brown pit bull dog actively biting [l [ JJllls 'eft foot. At some point the
dog let go of his foot and bit Mr. Woodsmall's face and arms.

[} and | both went to SEORMC to have our injuries checked. Mr. Woodsmall was transported by
United to SEORMC for the injuries he sustained from the dog bites.

After he was medically cleared from the emergency room he was transported to the jail. He is charged with
obstructing, resisting arrest and disorderly conduct. He is to appear in the Cambridge Municipal Court on 12-29-
2015 at 0830 AM.

While on patrol | ran license plate number, GSW9069, on a white Buick Rendezvous. The registration
on the vehicle, GSW9069, was registered on a 2003 black Buick. Officers conducted a traffic stop on the vehicle
on Southgate Pkwy near Turner Ave.

On approach to the vehicle, the right rear passenger later identified as Clifton Oneal Hamilton, opened
up the door and took off running north bound on Southgate heading towards Wheeling Ave. Officers gave chase
and, after multiple commands to stop, Ptl Eubanks deployed his tazer in an attempt stop Hamilton from continuing.
The taser, which made contact with Hamilton, failed to take Hamilton down as he was struck with only one probe
in waist line. At this time | was able to catch up to Hamilton and was able to tackle him into the landscaping of
Huntington Bank. While on the ground Hamilton resisted arrest and failed to comply with officers orders and
refused to give officers his hands. Hamilton had to be delivered several handstikes and knees to bring him into
compliance and force him into handcuffs. He was then stood up and after being searched was placed into a patrol
cruiser for the duration of the investigation.

Officers traced the route that Hamilton took during the foot chase and discovered a torn plastic baggie.
After a more thorough search of the area officers discovered a plastic bag containing a substantial amount of
suspected crack cocaine laying underneath a bush. The bush was located in the landscaping where Hamilton was
taken to the ground. The suspected crack cocaine was taken as evidence.

Officers re-approached the vehicle and identified the driver as Jessica Blasenhauer, front seat
passenger as Kendal Renee Pugliano, and rear left passenger as Ashlei Francis. | looked into the open door of the
vehicle where Clifton Oneal Hamilton was seated and discovered a crack pipe lying on the right rear passenger
floor board. All occupants were removed from the vehicle, patted down for weapons and secured in separate
police cruisers while officers conducted a probable cause search of the vehicle.

During the search of the vehicle, Ptl. Ryan located a makeup bag under the front passenger seat where
Kendal Renee Pugliano was seated. Inside of the makeup bag officers discovered a crack pipe containing chore
boy and multiple pill bottles containing a variety of pills. No other contraband was located inside of the vehicle.

Jessica Blasenhauer and Ashlei Francis were released and free to leave.

Hamilton and Pugliano were transported to the Guernsey County Jail.

Hamilton was transported to SEORMC to be medically cleared due to a cut on his head.

Pugliano was charged with possession of drug paraphernalia, and possession of a dangerous drug.
She has a court date set for 6/28/16 at 8:30AM at the Cambridge Municipal Court.

Hamilton was charged with obstructing, resisting arrest, and possession of drug paraphernalia. Clifton
Oneal Hamilton was also served with 4 child support capias, as well as a felony warrant on indictment for
obstructing and possession of cocaine. Clifton Oneal Hamilton has a court date set for 6/28/16 at 8:30AM at the
Cambridge Municipal Court.

The investigation will be handed over to the detective bureau for possible felony charges against Clifton
Oneal Hamilton and Kendal Renee Pugliano.

All evidence was packaged for BCI, booked, and placed into locker 4.
